Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits the 2014 Report on the Youth Sports Facilities Grant (YSFG) program of the Parks and Recreation Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks as required by Motion 13763. The motion requires reporting on the status of applications. 
The YSFG program provides matching grant funds ranging from $5,000 to $75,000 to support youth recreation, creating more livable and healthy communities. Since its inception in 1993, the YSFG program has awarded $12.5 million in grant funds benefiting youth athletics in King County. In 2013, the program funded 11 projects with approximately $555,000 in grant awards. The YSFG program requires matching funds from the applying partners. 
Report highlights include: 
· Overview of applications submitted for consideration to the YSFG program during 2013 and 2014; and
· Analysis of the number of projects funded in low- and moderate-income communities, including effects on the program attributable to a lowered match requirement.
The Division’s program achievements described in the enclosed report are consistent with the King County Strategic Plan goal to “support the optimal growth and development of children and youth.” Since 1993, the YSFG program has issued more than 300 grants to projects including ball fields, sports courts, climbing walls, playgrounds, rowing facilities, skate parks, mountain biking courses, gymnasiums, swimming pools and weight rooms. Projects funded by the YSFG program have been located throughout King County, including in low to moderate-income communities. 
It is estimated that this report required 13 staff hours to produce, costing $1,219.
