Ordinance 18592

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, October 23, 2017, beginning at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2017-0338 (Ordinance 18592 an ordinance relating to the County's pedestrian-oriented commercial development special district overlay.

SUMMARY:

Ordinance 18592 amends the regulations pertaining to the County's zoning code provisions for the “pedestrian-oriented commercial development” special district overlay, by allowing drive-throughs for eating places, in buildings that existed before July 2017.
