Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to enter into an interlocal agreement (ILA) with the City of Sammamish to allow for the orderly transition of property and services within the Klahanie Potential Annexation Area (PAA).  The Klahanie PAA is approximately 1,243 acres in size with an estimated 10,939 residents.
The citizens of the Klahanie PAA voted overwhelmingly to join the City of Sammamish on April 28, 2015.  The City has set an effective date of the annexation for January 1, 2016. 

This legislation is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan.  Comprehensive Plan Policy U-201 calls for encouraging the annexation of the remaining urban unincorporated area.  The King County Strategic Plan Financial Stewardship Goal, Objective 1, Strategy c., calls for the transitioning of governance and fiscal responsibility for local services of urban unincorporated areas to cities.

Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance. This important legislation will allow for a smooth transition of property and services to ensure the safety and well-being of all residents within the Klahanie PAA.
