NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 9th day of October, 2006, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0392, authorizing the King County Executive to execute an interlocal agreement between King County and the city of Newcastle for the transfer of  properties and easements in connection to the city of Newcastle Coal Creek Parkway project.    

SUMMARY

King County has a capital improvement project on Coal Creek Parkway from Southeast 95th Way to Southeast 100th Place.  The city of Newcastle also has a transportation project along Coal Creek Parkway between Southeast 84th Way and Southeast 95th Way that will connect to the county project.  King County purchased two properties for the county’s project.  The city must acquire property and easements to complete its project and has identified portions of the King County owned properties as suitable for its needs.   The portions of the properties suitable for the city’s needs are considered surplus to the needs of King County’s road services division.  The city’s timely completion of its project ensures that the county’s project provides maximum benefit to the traveling public.  The properties and easements are located at the eastern edge of Coal Creek Parkway between SE 95th Way and May Creek Bridge.
