This letter transmits an ordinance to streamline the process steps required for the County to enter into a lease when the lease involves Puget Sound Emergency Radio Network (PSERN) locations.

The proposed package of lease process efficiencies furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principles of financial sustainability, regional collaboration and of providing for safe communities.
