Enclosed for King County Council review is an ordinance to establish the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Fund, proposed as fund 113-5.  Creation of these funds will establish the necessary accounting structure to enable the county to record expenditures and revenues for work relating to the programs described in the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Action Plan.  This will be a tier one fund and will retain any interest earnings from positive cash balances.  The fund manager is the Department of Community and Human Services.
This action is separate from the Executive Proposed Budget.  This ordinance only creates a fund, but provides no appropriations and therefore there is no fiscal impact.  A fiscal note and proposed ordinance is included in this package.
