SUBJECT: Transit Strategic Plan 

SUMMARY: Transit Division staff will present the Executive-proposed Transit Strategic Plan which will replace the 2002-2007 Six-Year Transit Development Plan. 
BACKGROUND: The Regional Transit Committee developed a 2007-2008 Transit Planning Work Program and Transit Strategic Plan Scope (attached) which was adopted by the Council in April 2007. Development of a new Transit Strategic Plan will be a two year effort and, when completed, the plan will contain strategies to guide implementation of the Transit Comprehensive Plan for the next ten years. It will be updated as needed but at least every five years. For 2007 the adopted work program limits the Strategic Plan scope to three elements: Transit Now implementation; urban connector service; and transit-oriented development. At the Regional Transit Committee’s March 21st meeting, the Transit Division committed to returning later in 2007 with a proposed scope of work to complete the Transit Strategic Plan in 2008. That discussion is scheduled for the committee’s October 17th meeting in conjunction with possible action on the Executive-proposed 2007 Strategic Plan elements (attached) to be presented to the committee today.
