SUBJECT
A motion accepting the King County Metro Transit 2012 Service Guidelines Report.

SUMMARY
Proposed Motion 2013-0178 accepts a report on the performance of the King County Metro Transit system.  The report also includes a preliminary review of a 600,000 service hour reduction to the current transit system.

SUPPORT OF THE STRATEGIC CLIMATE ACTION PLAN 
Proposed Motion 2013-0178 provides the annual performance reporting on the Metro Transit System in support of achieving the targets in the Transportation and Land Use goal area of the Strategic Climate Action Plan.
BACKGROUND

In 2011, Ordinance 17143 adopted the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021.  Section 5 of that Ordinance requires that the Executive transmit an Annual Service Guidelines Report regarding the performance of the Metro Transit System relative to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation.  This report is required to be transmitted by March 31 of each year and must include reporting requirements specified in Ordinance 17143.
ANALYSIS

As of the writing of this staff report, the legislation has been transmitted as "title only."  However, in communication with the Executive staff, the Transit Division has used the opportunity of this annual report to include an initial analysis of a 600,000 hour reduction in service that is expected to take effect when the Congestion Reduction Charge funding ends at the end of 2014.  
Over the course of the next month, the report and the legislation will be analyzed by Council staff, with further briefings before this committee and the Regional Transit Committee in the coming month.  
Today's briefing is being provided to clarify and answer general questions regarding the contents and intent of the material contained in the report.
