SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2011-0441 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Patricia Anderson to the King County Patterson Creek Basin Citizen Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND
The King County Patterson Creek Basin Citizen Advisory Committee is authorized by K.C.C. chapter 2.36, and RCW 86.15.070.  The basin roughly corresponds to a two mile-wide area along Highway 202 from Fall City to Ames Lake Road.  The committee consists of five members, all of whom must own property or reside in the Patterson Creek basin.  The committee informs County decision makers of community concerns and interests regarding Patterson Creek and advises the Executive and Council on issues related to flooding, water quality, and fish habitat within the Patterson Creek basin. 
APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Patricia Anderson - Ms. Anderson resides in Redmond (District 3) and has lived on Patterson Creek since 1973.  She reports being actively interested in the natural changes of the creek, and its habitat and surroundings.  She has previously served on the predecessor to the Citizen Advisory Committee from 2002-2005, and has been involved in attending the meetings of the body since the 1980s.  She is a graduate of West Seattle High School, and attended Western Washington State College.  Ms. Anderson is being appointed for a partial term expiring August 31, 2012.
