Low Impact Development and Built GreenTM Demonstration Projects 

Demonstration Project Purpose

The demonstration projects will apply Low Impact Development and Built Green* design and development techniques to three locations in King County.

The purpose of the demonstration projects is to foster innovative design and development techniques that will demonstrate that the impact of development can be substantially reduced while maintaining housing affordability; and that changes to the development regulations and building practices will lead to an innovative approach to land development, storm water management, and increased construction of affordable housing.

*Definitions

Low Impact Development is an alternative to conventional mechanized storm water removal and site development practices that addresses the use of biological processes to remove pollutants from storm water before it is released into streams, rivers, lakes and oceans.  

Built Green is a voluntary, market-driven approach to reducing the impact of development and protecting the region’s natural resources and quality of life.
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
