EFFECT prepared by A. Kim: The amendment would add $1 million to the DCHS – Community Services Operating fund to support the Communities of Opportunities’ Commercial Affordability Pilot Project, which identifies and develops models, tools, and services to increase community ownership and equitable development opportunities, and support business owners who risk being displaced from their neighborhoods.

Findings included in Sections 1.O and 1.P of Striking Amendment S1, which states that it is appropriate and necessary for all appropriations included in the proposed ordinance to strategically support those historically disadvantaged communities, including immigrant and refugee communities, who have been disproportionately impacted by inequities and discrimination and have suffered disproportionate health and economic impacts from the COVID-19 pandemic, would apply to this amendment. This is consistent with the goal of the of the Communities of Opportunities’ Commercial Affordability Pilot project which focuses on Black, Indigenous, and People of Color (BIPOC) owned businesses.
