SUBJECT	

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0407 approves the annexation of additional acreage into King County Water District 19.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0407 proposes the annexation of approximately 4.74 acres known as the Kiesecker Annexation, into Water District 19 (“the District") for the purpose of providing water service.

The annexation was initiated in response to a petition by the property owner pursuant to RCW 57.24.070.  That section allows adjacent landowners to petition a district for water service, and requires the District to initiate an annexation process involving review by the Boundary Review Board upon receipt of the petition.  County Council approval is required to complete the annexation.

BACKGROUND

Water District 19

Water District 19, which operates on Vashon Island, has a service area of 3945 acres.  It was established in 1925, and is governed by a three-member Board of Commissioners, elected at large by residents within the District boundaries.  The District serves 1455 connections.  Water is supplied by a deep well field and two surface water creeks.  The system includes a water treatment plant, water storage capacity of 1,725,000 gallons, and extensive water distribution mains.  An estimated 3400 people reside within the service area. 
Approval of the annexation would increase the District’s service area by about .12%.


State & County Law

RCW 57.24.070 provides that property owners may petition a district to initiate an annexation process.  At its June 11, 2013 meeting the District approved a motion in support of the annexation based on a petition signed by the affected property owner.  

In accordance with RCW chapter 36.93, the review required by the annexation process is initiated when a notice of intention for annexation is filed by the utility with the Boundary Review Board ("BRB") and King County Council.  The BRB provides oversight of boundary changes to cities and special districts through the review of annexations, incorporations, mergers, consolidations, or extensions of service beyond corporate boundaries, as mandated by state law.  It works with the district until the BRB approves the final boundary description.  

Pursuant to King County Code 13.24.010, the Council relies on the expertise of the Utilities Technical Review Committee ("UTRC") to review the proposed annexations and determine whether they align with a district’s comprehensive plan.  Once the UTRC and BRB have completed their reviews and provided their recommendations, the Council considers the proposed annexation by ordinance.

Boundary Review Board

The Boundary Review Board completed its evaluation and approved the proposed annexation on October 10, 2013.

Utilities Technical Review Committee

The UTRC reviewed the proposed annexation, and on November 20, 2013, found that the annexation is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan, and recommended approval of the annexation by the King County Council.  

State Environmental Policy Act

King County Water District 19 filed a Determination of Nonsignficance under the State Environmental Policy Act regarding this action on June 18 2013.

Public Hearings

A public hearing on the proposed annexation by the Council was held on September 23, 2013; no objections to the proposed annexation were raised.

ANALYSIS 

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0407 is an annexation of approximately 4.74 acres of territory into the service area of Water District 19 for the purpose of water service.  The annexation would allow the District to provide water service to this area with existing available capacity.

The annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan which identifies special service districts as the appropriate provider of local and regional services, and the annexation has been approved by the Boundary Review Board; the Utilities Technical Review Committee recommends the Council approve the annexation.
