SUBJECT:  Acquisition of Open Space parcels in Auburn, Bellevue, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kent, North Bend and Seattle
BACKGROUND:
Conservation Futures Tax levy (CFT) funds are collected throughout King County as a dedicated portion of the property tax and by statute are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12 defines the process and criteria for the annual allocation of conservation futures tax levy funds. CFT funding allocations are made annually by Council through the budget process, based on recommendations from the Executive and the 16-member King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee.  While Budget approval authorizes the use of the CFT funding for the specified purpose, actual transfer of funding requires that the existing interlocal agreements (ILA) between the County and each of the cities be amended to address the given projects.  

SUMMARY:

The ILA defines the terms and conditions governing the use of the funds and the county’s and cities’ responsibilities in implementing the project. With each new CFT project, an amendment to the ILA must be adopted by both the county and the respective city. The amendment describes the project and provides the funding allocation. 

Proposed Ordinance 2004-0068 authorizes the Executive to amend the ILA with the cities of Auburn, Bellevue, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kent, North Bend and Seattle to support acquisition of fourteen open space properties and disburse specified amounts of CFT funds to the specified city.  Funding for these projects was allocated by the Council in the 2004 County Budget Ordinance 14797.
