COMMITTEE ACTION

	
Proposed Substitute Motion 2021-0314.2, which would confirm the appointment of Gazel Tan to the VSHSL Advisory Board’s Seniors Committee, passed out of committee on December 7, 2021, with a “Do Pass” recommendation. The Motion was amended in committee with Amendment 1 to correct a typo in the appointment term expiration date.




SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2021-0314 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Gazel Tan, who resides in Council District Six, to the VSHSL Advisory Board’s Seniors Committee, as the District Six representative, for a three-year term to expire on March 31, 2024.

BACKGROUND

The King County Veterans, Seniors, and Human Services Levy (VSHSL) Advisory Board was established by ordinance (Ordinance 18792) in September of 2018. The Board, which consists of thirty members, oversees the distribution of VSHSL proceeds, consistent with Ordinance 18555.

The Board is constituted in a committee format, with three ten-member committees (one for each of the levy’s priority populations), including a Veterans Committee, a Seniors Committee, and a Vulnerable Populations Committee. Board appointments are made by the County Executive and are subject to confirmation by the King County Council. Duties and membership requirements for the Board are outlined in King County Code chapter 2A.300. 

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

As noted in Ms. Tan’s application materials, she has many years of area volunteer experience with a focus on older adult issues and has a keen understanding of the needs of the senior community in East King County.

AMENDMENT

Amendment 1 would correct the term expiration date to May instead of March.

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of County Code.
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
