Dear Councilmember Phillips:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to adopt amendments to the 2012 King County Countywide Planning Policies (CPP), as recommended by the Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC), and to initiate the required ratification process.

This legislation adopts GMPC Motions 14-1, 14-2, and 14-3, which were unanimously adopted by the GMPC on May 21, 2014.  A brief description of each of the motions contained in the proposed legislation, follows:

· Motion 14-1:  Approves the transfer of the Klahanie Potential Annexation Area from the City of Issaquah to the City of Sammamish.
· Motion 14-2:  Approves a technical amendment to CPP DP-17 to allow expansions of the Urban Growth Area for Four-to-One projects.
· Motion 14-3:  Approves the Rainier Ridge Four-to-One proposal, which would add fourteen acres to the Urban Growth Area in exchange for the dedication of 56 acres as permanent open space.  This motion also adds the new urban portion to the Potential Annexation Area for the City of Maple Valley.

This amendment to the CPPs integrates the goals of the King County Strategic Plan by recognizing the role of land use planning in shaping an environmentally sustainable and economically viable future for all people in King County.  The County’s role in the GMPC fosters the ethic of working together for “One King County” by actively participating in regional organizations and defining King County’s role in regional issues.
