SUBJECT:
Proposed Motion 2002-0082 approves the Public Art Program 2002
                   
Annual Plan.

BACKGROUND:


Since 1973, King County has designated one percent of eligible construction project budgets for the creation and purchase of public art.  In 1995, the county’s “1% for Art” program merged with Metro’s Arts Program and a consolidated Public Art Program was created for transit, wastewater, parks, solid waste, surface water management and general county construction projects. The Public Art Program is administered by the Office of Cultural Resources. A nine-member Public Art Commission provides policy and project recommendations to the Executive and the Council.

Pursuant to county code, the purpose of the Public Art Program is to: 

· Integrate the work and thinking of artists into the planning, design and construction of county 
facilities, buildings and public spaces;

· Enhance and enrich the county’s physical environment and public spaces;

· Celebrate the multi-cultural and diverse character of its communities; and

· Mitigate potential adverse impacts of construction.

SUMMARY:

The Public Art Program 2002 Annual Plan contains project recommendations developed by the Public Art Commission in cooperation with the directors of the three county agencies responsible for constructing and maintaining county facilities: Executive Services, Natural Resources and Parks and Transportation.  

Council adoption of Proposed Motion 2002-00082: 

· Approves the projects outlined in the Public Art Program 2002 Annual Plan; and

· Allows the Executive to enter into contracts with selected artists to implement projects in the plan. 

PUBLIC ART PROGRAM FUNDING 

The Public Art Program is funded annually through an appropriation to the Public Art Fund in the county’s CIP budget. The 2002 budget appropriated a total of $1,752,325 in the Public Art Fund which is generated by: 

· One percent set aside from various county CIP projects ~ $1,532,325; and 

· Other revenues (e.g. consulting contracts
 and interest earnings) ~ $220,000. 

PUBLIC ART PROGRAM FUNDING 

Table 1 below outlines the sources of funding for the Public Art Program. Total funding available for public art is not determined by one percent of the county’s total capital construction budget; it is determined by one percent of the “eligible” costs of “eligible” projects.
County code defines eligible projects as those CIP projects “which are publicly accessible and visible, or for which there is a need for mitigation.” For example, eligible projects include parks, bridges and wastewater pump stations; ineligible projects, or those excluded from contributing funds for public art, include sewers, roads, airport runways and solid waste landfills. 

In addition, of the eligible CIP projects that contribute to public art, not all of the projects’ elements are included in the one percent calculation for public art. Project elements such as consultant design, construction, contingency, county force design and administration are included in the calculation for public art. Acquisition, equipment and furnishings are excluded from the budget calculation for public art.

PUBLIC ART PROGRAM EXPENDITURES 

The Public Art Program 2002 Annual Plan proposes a total expenditure of $1,952,397 from the Public Art Fund. This amount includes $1.7 million appropriated in the 2002 budget and $200,046 carryover from 2001. Table 2 below shows the proposed expenditures by project category. Each of the county departments that contribute to the Public Art Fund pays for “program expenses” which include administrative costs for staffing the program, maintenance of the county’s public art collection and projects that reach a county-wide audience such as Poetry and Art on the Buses. 

Many of the proposed site-specific projects are funded by “pooling” funds. County code authorizes pooling of funds on a departmental basis which allows funds to be accrued over time and expended when a project has been identified.  Additional benefits of pooling funds include:

· Sufficient revenues to be collected to fund a project; 

· Funds to be set aside if permitting is not completed;

· Distribution of projects throughout the county;

· Flexibility to respond to project schedules especially if projects are accelerated or delayed.
