SUBJECT:  Briefing on the Status of the Juvenile Justice Operational Master Plan.
SUMMARY:  Bruce Knutson, Juvenile Court Director and Michael Gedeon of the Office of Management and Budget, will update the committee on continuing progress in implementing the strategies of the Juvenile Justice Operational Master Plan (JJOMP) and meeting the goals of reducing juvenile crime; reducing involvement in the juvenile justice system; and, reducing growth in overall criminal justice costs.  

These key juvenile justice leaders for King County will update the committee on progress with the goals of reducing the use of secure detention, increasing the use of less expensive and restrictive alternatives, increasing access to effective treatment services for high risk youth and their families and improving results through use of the therapeutic court model.  

Mr. Knutson and Mr. Gedeon will also present the JJOMP sustainability and enhancement priorities and strategies for 2008.  These priorities and strategies have been developed collaboratively by all of the county agencies involved in JJOMP implementation.  For the past several years, there has been a concerted effort to find ways to sustain initiatives that have successfully contributed to the achievement of JJOMP goals, but are losing their grant or other outside funding sources.  This year the JJOMP actors have also identified priority areas for expansion of successful service, the addition of promising new approaches, and the addition of new grants.
