SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2013-0405 would confirm the appointment of Bruce Huang, who lives in Council District 9, as the representative of the Chinese-speaking community to the King County Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee. Mr. Huang would serve a partial term expiring February 29, 2014
BACKGROUND 

The Council has created three Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committees. The first was created in July 2003, the second in April 2005, and the current, non-expiring committee, in May 2006 through Ordinances 15453 and 17273. The committee is comprised of 14 members, including two non-voting members (one each from the Secretary of State’s Office and the Washington State Association of County Auditors). A roster of the current members and the interests they represent can be found in Attachment 2 to this report.

The committees have written two substantive reports and developed numerous recommendations to improve King County elections. Most of their recommendations have been implemented by the County or addressed by changes to federal or state election laws. In addition, the Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee provides annual reports to the Council on its activities and elections operations.

DISCUSSION
Bruce Huang immigrated to the US as a child. Once in Seattle, he attended Chinese school and took Chinese as his high school foreign language requirement. He has ongoing ties to King County’s Chinese community and has served as a volunteer with the International District Emergency Center (IDEC), the Chinese Students Association, and the Organization of Chinese Americans (OCA) Seattle Chapter.
