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SUBJECT: Confirming the appointment of Dwight Baker to serve on the King County Transit Advisory Committee.

SUMMARY: Proposed Motion 2004-0053 confirms the executive’s appointment of Dwight Baker, who resides in Council District 11, to the King County Transit Advisory Committee (TAC) for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2004.  
Mr. Baker is a retired engineer from Boeing and currently a part-time commercial broker.  In addition to being a regular bus rider of Metro, Sound Transit Express, and Community Transit services, Mr. Baker is currently an active member of the Kirkland Chamber of Commerce, Washington State Grange and the Mountaineers Club.  Attachment 1 includes Proposed Motion 2004-0053, the executive’s transmittal letter, and Mr. Baker’s application.  
BACKGROUND: The King County Transit Advisory Committee helps Metro improve transit services and programs by advising the Metro Transit staff, Metro Transit general manager, King County Executive, Metropolitan King County Council, local jurisdictions, and subarea transportation forums (Eastside Transportation Partnership, South County Area Transportation Board, and the SeaShore Transportation Forum) on transit issues and policies.
The TAC’s role is to:

· Function as a sounding board for updates of the King County Six-Year Transit Development Plan. 

· Present advice to the appropriate parties on issues essential to transit service in King County. 

· Serve as a resource for inter-jurisdictional transit promotion and coordination. 

· Designate one member to serve on community sounding boards dealing with transit service. 

The committee is comprised of 15 people who live in King County and who, together, are intended to reflect the county's diversity.  Members include residents and other stakeholders concerned about transit service in the county.  Most members are bus riders.

TAC members are appointed by the King County Executive and approved by the King County Council.  Appointments are generally for two years, with the possibility for one re-appointment term.  The committee meets monthly or as needed to complete the work plan and address other issues as they arise.  Meetings are held from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. on the second Tuesday of each month.
