SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Dr. Herbert Carey, who resides in council district five, to the King County Regional Human Services Citizen Oversight Board.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Dr. Herbert Carey as the district five representative to the King County Regional Human Services Citizen Oversight Board for a three-year term expiring December 31, 2019. Proposed Motion 2017-0153 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Regional Human Services Citizen Oversight Board (RHSCOB) monitors and reviews the expenditure of the regional human services portion of levy proceeds from the Veterans and Human Services Levy in accordance with the Service Improvement Plan guiding levy investments for 2012 through 2017.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Ordinance 17236.] 


The RHSCOB is a 12-member board comprised of King County residents with a diverse, balanced representation of people from different groups, organizations, and experiences. A full term on the board lasts three years. Members may not be elected or appointed officials of any unit of government. Nine of the members are chosen to represent county council districts and the remaining three are appointed by the Executive to serve as at-large members. These three at-large board members must be poor or represent an organization composed of poor people. They must also represent three areas of King County: north including Seattle, south King County, and east King County. Board duties include:

· Monitoring expenditures of levy funds to ensure accordance with the adopted service improvement plan
· Providing annual reports on levy expenditures and activities to the Executive and Council
· Recommending any changes that support goals for use of levy funds
· Advising the Executive and Council on levy renewal or replacement[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Board requirements are described in Ordinances 15279 and 15406.] 


The Executive has appointed Dr. Herbert Carey to a three year term on the Regional Human Services Citizen Oversight Board, expiring on December 31, 2019.  

Dr. Carey’s application materials note that he is a Senior Pastor for To God be the Glory House of Worship, Kent, WA.  He notes that he preaches and teaches the Good News of the Christian Faith, advocates for the least, the lost, the left out, the oppressed, and the homeless, and counsels those with problematic issues.  Dr. Carey received his Doctor of Ministry from Patriot Bible University. His application also indicates that he actively works with the United Black Christian Clergy of Washington State, working with other clergy “for the betterment of the community by addressing violence, drugs, inadequate housing, police profiling and other issues.”
