Proposed Ordinances 2003-0123 through 2003-0127

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 19th day of May 2003 at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinances 2003-0123 through 2003-0127, which adopt amendments to the King County Countywide Planning Policies.  


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Ordinances 2003-0123 through 2003-0127.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the May 19th public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on May 19th. SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinances 2003-0123 through 2003-0127 would amend the King County Countywide Planning Policies as follows:  
· Proposed Ordinance 2003-0123 would amend the Countywide Planning Policies by adding a new policy in support of long-term water supply planning.

· Proposed Ordinance 2003-0124 would amend the Countywide Planning Policies by adopting updated household and employment targets for each jurisdiction in King County for the period 2002-2022.

· Proposed Ordinance 2003-0125 would amend the Countywide Planning Policies by revising the Urban Separator map to reflect modifications to the City of Renton’s Urban Separator.

· Proposed Ordinance 2003-0126 would amend the Countywide Planning Policies by adding the Totem Lake neighborhood to the list of King County Urban Centers in Policy LU-39.

· Proposed Ordinance 2003-0127 would amend the Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs) by:

· Adding policies addressing the long-term governance of Agricultural Production Districts (APD);

· Amending the Potential Annexation Area (PAA) Map to illustrate that the Lower Green River Valley APD is not within the PAA of any jurisdiction; and

· Amending the land use map in the CPPs to illustrate that the Lower Green River Valley APD is outside the boundaries of the Urban Growth Area

Additionally, these ordinances would ratify the policy changes on behalf of the population of unincorporated King County, as required by Countywide Planning Policy FW-1, Step 9.  Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies become effective when ratified by ordinance or resolution by at least 30% of the city and county governments representing 70% of the population of King County according to the Interlocal agreement.  A city shall be deemed to have ratified the countywide planning policy unless, within 90 days of adoption by King County, the city by legislative action disapproves the Countywide Planning Policy.
