NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Tuesday, May 29, 2007, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2007-0169 (Ordinance 15816) relating to the establishment of specialty services for animals and livestock
SUMMARY:

Ordinance 15816 allows the establishment of stand-alone businesses offering specialty services related to animals and livestock, in several zones.  Within commercial or industrial zones, such establishments would be permitted outright.

In the Rural and Urban Reserve zones, such establishments would be allowed only with an approved conditional use permit, with two exceptions. 
In the Rural zones, an animal rescue shelter operated by a tax-exempt non-profit organization would be permitted outright subject to a number of lot size, design, setback and operational requirements.  Also in the RA zones, a kennel-free dog boarding and daycare facility would be permitted outright subject to a number of specific lot size, design, setback and operational requirements, provided that such facilities must be established within one year of the effective date of Ordinance 15816.
