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SUBJECT:  Proposed Ordinance 2005-0327 authorizes the Executive to approve an interlocal agreement (ILA) with Pierce County for the purpose of designing and constructing improvements to the Greenwater Bridge.
BACKGROUND:  
The Greenwater Bridge is located on 520th Avenue S.E. over the Greenwater River, the boundary between King and Pierce counties (map, Attachment 1).  The bridge is the sole access to approximately 30 parcels in King County that are located near the northern bank of the Greenwater River.  The King County residents who live here must cross the bridge into Pierce County to reach SR 410, which provides them with access to the rest of King County.
As part of the County’s seismic retrofit project (Roads Capital Improvement Project #RDCW10), the Greenwater Bridge was identified as a candidate for seismic retrofit.  It is one of eight remaining bridges that will be retrofitted through the program.  This project is #C72483 and the cost is estimated to be $150,000.
Proposed Ordinance 2005-0327 (packet, Attachment 2) approves an ILA with Pierce County that will allow King County to obtain needed permits more quickly and cheaply.  Pierce County is not paying for a share of the costs, however, as its residents do not benefit from the project.  R.C.W. 36.75.210 is the section of the state code that allows King County to spend funds in other jurisdictions for bridge projects.

Attachment 3 is the Executive’s transmittal letter.  Attachment 4 is the fiscal note.   The fiscal note indicates no fiscal impact on the grounds that the $150,000 project cost is reflected in prior budget decisions and this legislation simply facilitates the implementation of existing policy.
Council staff has contacted the Pierce County Council to find out when that body expects to act on the interlocal agreement.  We hope to provide information on the Pierce County Council’s schedule at the committee meeting.
No further policy issues have been identified.
