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SUBJECT

An ordinance relating to road names, changing the name of a portion of Southeast 300th Street to Southeast Falcon Way in District 7.  

SUMMARY

KCC 16.08.060 authorizes the Council to change unincorporated area street names in response to petitions signed by property owners.  Proposed Ordinance 2002-0291 (Attachment 1) would change the name of a portion of S.E. 300th Street to S.E. Falcon Way.  The intent of the name change is to honor the Kentlakes High School mascot and boost school spirit.  A majority of property owners on the street signed a petition in support of the name change.

The petition (Attachment 2), a statement from a resident (Attachment 3), and an e-mail from the company that owns one parcel (Attachment 4) are also included with this staff report.  Attachment 5 is the notice of a May 18 public hearing in the Council was mailed to all affected property owners with the required 20 days advance notice, consistent with King County Code 16.08.060.  

This portion of S.E. 300th Street is an east-west street that branches off from 219th Avenue S.E.  In addition to the high school on the south side of the street, there are a few residential properties on the north side of the street and an undeveloped parcel just east of the high school and playing fields.

The local fire department supports the change.
ANALYSIS:

The King County Code authorizes the County Council to approve street name changes in unincorporated King County if requested by a majority of property owners.  The Code outlines procedures for review of proposed name changes, which have been followed in this case.  Accordingly, the decision to change the name is a policy decision for the Council.
