SUBJECT

A motion confirming the membership for the advisory committee on mobility as an element of the health and human services safety net to assist in the development of new regional public transportation fare programs.
SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2013-0032 would confirm the Executive's appointments to the Low Income Fare Advisory Committee as directed by Motion 13746.
BACKGROUND
Motion 13746 established an advisory committee on mobility as an element of the health and human services safety net.  The advisory committee is to make recommendations to the Council and Executive regarding the development of new King County public transportation fare options for low income persons. The committee consists of Executive appointed individuals representing a wide array of interests and expertise, along with designated staff supporting the committee’s work.  

The proposed legislation calls for the Executive to appoint and the Council to confirm the following eleven representatives:

· One representative of the North Urban Human Service Alliance;

· One representative of the Eastside Human Services Forum;

· One representative of the South King Council of Human Services;

· One representative of the Seattle Human Services Coalition;

· Two representatives of low income consumer populations;

· Three local jurisdiction representatives representing geographic diversity; and

· Two business representatives.

The proposed legislation also designates the following eight staff participants:

· The general manager of the transit division of the King County Department of Transportation;
· The directors of the Department of Community and Human services and Public health;
· A representative designated by the Washington state Department of Social and Health services;
· Two staff designated by the Executive; and
· Two staff designated by the Council, with Kelli Carroll and John Resha being identified as Council staff designees.
ANALYSIS
Proposed Motion 2013-0032 would confirm the Executive's appointments to the Low Income Fare Advisory Committee.  
The Executive's proposed list of individuals is Attachment A to the motion.  A review of the list and the entities to which the individuals are associated, the Executive's list meets the requirements of Motion 13746.
