SUBJECT

A motion approving a report identifying the Southeast May Valley Road Landslide Repair, various road surface improvements and two snow and ice material depot projects as projects that will receive funding identified in the 2013 Annual Budget Ordinance.

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2015-0173 would identify projects to receive funding from the 2013 annual budget. These projects include: Southeast May Valley Road Landslide Repair, various road surface improvements and two snow and ice material depot projects.  This motion responds to a proviso in Ordinance 17907 which put an expenditure restriction of $2,941,152 on CIP project 1026798 RSW Cost Model Cont 386 subject to Council approval of a report identifying the project or projects to be funded by these revenues.  The proviso was intended to dedicate some of the proceeds from the sale of the Road Services Division's Summit Pit site to helping to maintain unincorporated county roadways.

BACKGROUND

On October 6, 2014, Council authorized the sale of the Summit Pit site for $9 million.  At the time, the Executive's proposal anticipated that revenue from the sale would primarily go to repay the Road Services Division's interfund loan balance issued for development expenses associated with a replacement maintenance facility, priority capital projects, and sale-related costs, including the leasehold buyout of the Elk Run Golf Course.  

In the interest of allocating some of the Summit Pit sale proceeds to help maintain unincorporated county roadways, Council adopted the following Proviso 1, Section 3 in the 2013 Budget Ordinance 17907:

Of the appropriation for CIP project 1026798 RSE Cost Model cont 386, $2,941,152 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits and the council approves a report that identifies the project or projects that will receive this funding and a motion that approves the report. The motion shall reference the proviso’s ordinance, ordinance section, proviso number, and subject matter in both the title and the body of the motion. The executive shall file the report and motion required by this proviso by February 1, 2015, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers. 

ANALYSIS

The Executive's response to the proviso proposes improvements including a landslide repair project, road surface improvements and snow and ice material depot projects as described below:

· SE May Valley Road Landslide Repair:  A section of this roadway between East Renton Highlands and Squak Mountain was damaged in a March 2014 landslide. The roadway has been reduced to one lane, with signals controlling traffic in alternating directions.

· Snow and Ice Material Depots:  These projects will provide two additional materials depots at Karin Pit in Enumclaw and Black Diamond Regional Maintenance Shop and improve existing materials storage sites for salt, sand and deicer. Accoring to executive staff, the decentralized storage will support improved road maintenance response times during snow and ice events.

· Road Surface Improvements:  Table 1 lists the road segments slated for repair.

The road improvement projects are underway, as is design for the snow and ice facilities.  The Road Services Division has completed the May Valley Road landslide repairs and reopened the roadway on August 19. According to Executive staff, the Summit sale proceeds have been deposited in the capital fund and will be transferred to RSD as part of the mid-biennium budget update. In the meantime, RSD has sufficient budget authority and fund balance to do this work. However, additional spending authority will be required in the second year of the biennium which will require the transfer of funds from the emergent needs project to these respective projects.
