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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments to the Cultural 
Development Authority Board of Directors.
SUMMARY:

On September 23, 2002, the Council adopted Ordinance 14482 establishing the Cultural Development Authority (CDA) of King County to administer the county’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art (1% for Art) Program. Ordinance 14482 establishes a 15-member Board of Directors to govern the CDA.  Appointments to the Board are subject to confirmation by the County Council.  Board members may not act on behalf of the CDA until their appointments are confirmed by the County Council.  The proposed motions attached to the staff report (Attachments 1-15) confirm the Executive’s appointments to the CDA Board of Directors.  
NOMINATION PROCESS:
Nominations to the first CDA Board were made by an 11-member “Initial Board Nominating Committee” established by the Executive and composed of representatives of the Executive’s office, the County Council, the King County Arts Commission, the King County Landmarks and Heritage Commission, the King County Public Art Commission and four members of the public with experience in philanthropy, tourism, business and government.  The “Initial Board Nominating Committee” member list is attached (Attachment 17). In the future, nominations to the CDA Board will be made by the CDA’s Governance/Nominating Committee, an eight-member sub-committee of the CDA Board composed of four directors of the CDA Board, one ex-officio member designated by the Executive and three ex-officio members designated by the County Council. 

CDA BOARD COMPOSITION AND REQUIREMENTS:
Ordinance 14482 also adopted the CDA’s charter which establishes the Board’s initial and subsequent terms, term limits, special seat designations, residency and diversity requirements, qualifications and powers as follows:
· Initial Terms: Staggered as follows:
1. Group I: Five Directors for one-year terms, to terminate on December 31, 2003
2. Group II: Five Directors for two-year terms, to terminate on December 31, 2004
3. Group III: Five Directors for three-year terms, to terminate on December 31, 2005
· Subsequent Terms: Three-years;

· Term Limits: Two consecutive full terms; initial terms are considered “full terms”;
· Seat Designations: Five positions are designated for the following areas of expertise: arts; public art; heritage; historic preservation; and the business community;
· Residency and Diversity Requirements: Directors must be residents of King County and shall be chosen to reflect the geographic and cultural diversity of King County; no more than six Board members may be from any one municipality; 

· Qualifications: Directors shall have a demonstrated commitment to and knowledge of cultural resources, shall be active and experienced in community and civic issues and concerns, and shall have the ability to evaluate the needs of cultural constituencies in the region as a whole.  Directors shall represent a range of talents, experience, backgrounds, and viewpoints and shall be sought from a range of professional artists; arts administrators; architects; landscape architects; administrators, professionals and specialists in heritage and historic preservation; administrators, professionals and specialists in cultural education; urban planners and designers; and attorneys; and from community arts and heritage activists; and from sectors of the business community; and from the community at large; and 
· Powers of the Board: Pursuant to state law, all corporate powers of the CDA are directed by the Board including managing the organization’s finances and operations. Other oversight responsibilities include public accountability, providing expertise to the staff and serving as a link between the county, the management and the cultural community.  Responsibilities prescribed in the charter include; managing hotel-motel tax revenues and public art revenues in accordance with county code and appointing members of the Advisory Committees. 

CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT TO THE CDA BOARD

PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0487 ~ Patricia Akiyama 
Patricia Akiyama is manager of Puget Sound government and community affairs for Weyerhaeuser Company. She currently serves on the boards of the Artist Trust, Seattle Public Library Foundation, Alki Foundation, and CityClub. She previously served as secretary and vice president of the Wing Luke Museum board and supported the Densho Japanese American Legacy Project while serving on the board of the Japanese American Chamber of Commerce of Washington.

Ms. Akiyama was senior staff coordinator for state House of Representatives 
Co-speaker Frank Chopp; press secretary and, later, chief of staff for U.S. Senator Patty Murray in Washington, D. C.; legislative liaison for the state Department of Trade & Economic Development; and public information officer for the Washington State Legislature. She has a B.A. degree from the University of Oregon (Eugene) and is a graduate of Leadership Tomorrow, the Greater Seattle Chamber of Commerce’s Alki Political Involvement Institute, and the Program for Senior Managers in Government at Harvard’s John F. Kennedy School of Government. She resides in Seattle in Council District 4 and is being appointed to a two-year term. 
2. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0488 ~ Warren Buck 
Warren Buck is chancellor and dean of the University of Washington-Bothell and professor of interdisciplinary arts and sciences there. Nationally and internationally recognized for his work in physics and physics education, he was founding director/principle investigator of the Nuclear/High Energy Physics Research Center of Excellence and tenured full professor of physics at Hampton University (Hampton, VA). Prior to that he held a research staff position at the University of Paris, a post-doctoral position at the State University of New York at Stony Brook, and was visiting staff member at Los Alamos National Laboratory. Dr. Buck received a Ph.D. degree in physics from The College of William and Mary (Williamsburg, VA) and is a fellow and life member of the American Physical Society.

Dr. Buck presently serves on the board of United Way of King County, is an ex-officio member of the board of the Northshore Chamber of Commerce and the Bellevue Chamber of Commerce, and is co-facilitator of the Bothell Community Sustainability Committee. An accomplished watercolorist, he developed techniques for painting underwater at a depth of one atmosphere. He has also performed as a blues guitarist and blues harp player. He is presently heading a campaign to raise funds for the Kenmore Heritage Society’s publication of a community history. He resides in Kenmore in Council District 1 and is being appointed to a three-year term.
3. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0489 ~ Ron Chew 
Ron Chew, executive director of the Wing Luke Asian Museum since 1991, led the successful transformation of the organization from a $130,000, three-member staff to current operations of $1.2 million, with 20 employees. In 1995 the museum received the National Award for Museum Service, the field’s highest national recognition for excellence. Mr. Chew previously was editor-in-chief of the International Examiner, an Asian American newspaper in Seattle’s Chinatown-International District.

He currently is secretary of the Seattle Public Library Foundation and serves on the advisory boards of the University of Washington’s Museum Studies Certificate Program, HistoryLink, and the Asian Pacific American Cultural Center Project in Tacoma. He is a member of the American Association of Museums Asian Pacific American Professional Interest Committee and a regular contributor to that organization’s national publication. He is founding member of the Seattle Chapter of the Asian American Journalists Association, Northwest Minority Publishers Association, and Pacific Northwest Chapter of Asian Americans/Pacific Islanders in Philanthropy.


Mr. Chew has advised many start-up museums and historical societies around the country. President Bill Clinton appointed him to the National Council on the Humanities in 2000. He has served as grants reviewer for the National Endowment for the Humanities, National Endowment for the Arts, Museum Loan Network, and Rockefeller Foundation. He also has served on advisory committees for the Northwest Area Foundation, Nathan Cummings Foundation and Ford Foundation. He studied communications at the University of Washington. He lives in Seattle in Council District 5 and is being appointed to a two-year term.
4. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0490 ~ Nancy Colson 
Nancy Colson is a real estate agent with Windermere Real Estate. She is a licensed real estate broker and is certified by the State of Washington as an instructor for real estate services. She is currently president of the Auburn Symphony Orchestra board, president of the Auburn Library board, and a member of the Auburn Valley YMCA board. 

Ms. Colson served on the Interim Museum Planning Commission for the acclaimed White River Valley Museum, helping to manage the 1½-year transition of an all-volunteer operation to a professionally managed and curated museum; she then served on the museum board. She is past president of the Auburn Area Chamber of Commerce, past president of Soroptimist International of Auburn, and past chairman of the Valley Cities Counseling & Consolation Capital Campaign.  She lives in Auburn in Council District 13 and is being appointed to a two-year term.
5. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0491 ~ Kevin Daniels 
Kevin Daniels has over 20 years of real estate experience in Seattle, including development and property management experience. He is the President of Nitze-Stagen & Co., Inc. A licensed CPA and real estate broker, he is currently responsible for the daily operation of the company’s West Coast real estate holdings.  

Nationally recognized for his expertise on the topic of the stimulation of economic development through preservation efforts, Mr. Daniels is co-founder and a board member of the SODO Business Association, is a member of the Historic Seattle Preservation and Development Authority’s council, and serves on the City of Newcastle’s Blue Ribbon Commission, which is now evaluating the city’s comprehensive plan for the downtown core. He advises the Frye Art Museum on real estate matters and serves on the board of the Puget Sound Business Forum. He was an initial board member of the Pioneer Square Community Development Organization. He recently completed service on the King Street Station Foundation and Historic Seattle Foundation boards. He graduated from Gonzaga University (Spokane). He resides in Newcastle in Council District 6 and is being appointed to a one-year term.
6. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0492 ~ Jan Eakins 
Jan Eakins is a historic preservation consultant with a national client base. She most recently served as the project consultant for the Cultural Development Authority of King County. She is vice president of the Frank Lloyd Wright Building Conservancy (Chicago) and a recognized expert on Puget Sound’s 19th century mill towns. She was previously employed at Monticello by the Thomas Jefferson Memorial Foundation (Charlottesville, VA).
Prior to entering the preservation field, Ms. Eakins was a communications manager in Microsoft’s International Sales and Marketing division, helped launch Aldus Corporation’s PageMaker desktop publishing software, was founding director of the Greater Mauston (Wisconsin) Area Development Corporation, served as chief committee aide and communications specialist to the Wisconsin Legislative Assembly, and taught school in Costa Rica. She has a M.A. degree in historic preservation from Goucher College (Baltimore) and M.A. and B.A. degrees in journalism and mass communications from the University of Wisconsin-Madison. She resides in Seattle in Council District 10 and is being appointed to a one-year term.
7. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0493 ~ Melissa Hines 

Melissa Hines went to work for The Empty Space Theatre in 1978 and thus began a 24-year stint as a fundraiser and administrator for this nationally acclaimed theater. Named managing director in 1986, she headed the company through 16 seasons, numerous innovative projects, and such institutional achievements as two relocations and the prestigious National Arts Stabilization challenge program.

Ms. Hines currently chairs the King County Arts Commission. She has been a frequent trainer in organizational management and grants-writing for the Business Volunteers for the Arts and has taught grants-writing at the University of Washington. She has been a board member and officer for the Fremont Chamber of Commerce, Northwest Development Officers Association, and Allied Arts. She helped found the Communities of Color Fund Raising Training Project, an innovative project in capacity building for community-based organizations. She holds M.A. and Ph.C. degrees in English and American Literature from University of Washington-Seattle and a B.A. degree in English from Indiana University (Bloomington). She spent a Fulbright-related year in Clermont-Ferrand, France. She resides in Seattle in Council District 10 and is being appointed to a one-year term.
8. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0494 ~ Paul Ishii 

As general manager of the Mayflower Park Hotel, Paul Ishii is responsible for the daily and long-term operations of the longest continuously operating hotel in Seattle, one of a select group of Historic Hotels of America affiliated with the National Trust for Historic Preservation. He is currently president of the Seattle Hotel Association, serves on the Washington State Tourism Advisory Board, the Mayor’s Economic Task Force and the boards of the Center for Career Alternatives, Farestart, Seafair, Seattle-King County Sports and Events Council, and Seattle’s Metropolitan Improvement District. A painter and photographer, Mr. Ishii understands the benefits of cultural tourism and works to maintain and enhance King County’s reputation as a cultural destination.  

Mr. Ishii previously was general manager of the Citadel Hotel Group in Jakarta, Indonesia where he was responsible for hotel construction, financial assessments, tourist development research, formulation of marketing and business plans, and other matters. Prior to that he handled similar operations for Park Land Hotels International (San Francisco and Phoenix) and ITT Sheraton Corporation (Boston, Lake Buena Vista, FL, Seattle, San Francisco). He earned a B.A. degree in Business Administration at Washington State University. He resides in Federal Way in Council District 7 and is being appointed to a two-year term.
9. 
PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0495 ~ Claudia Kauffman 

Claudia Kauffman is intergovernmental affairs liaison for the Muckleshoot Tribe, a position in which she represents the tribe to officials at the local, state and federal levels and coordinates tribal lobbying efforts. She also administers the Muckleshoot Charity Fund. She previously worked for the United Indians of All Tribes Foundation in Seattle, first serving as director of Indian Education Assistance, which incorporates cultural components into youth education, and later as deputy project manager for the People’s Lodge Project where she conducted planning and public relations for a proposed meeting place, art exhibition and museum space, and performing arts center in Discovery Park. She helped the Oglala Sioux Tribe plan and coordinate President Bill Clinton’s visit to the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation in 1999 and took a lead role in developing and implementing a complex easement/ right-of-way component for a large residential water supply system for that tribe. 
Ms. Kauffman presently serves on Governor Gary Locke’s committee on disability and the city of Seattle’s Racial Profiling Taskforce and is an active member of the Minority Executive Directors Coalition of King County and the American Indian Women’s Service League. She attended Oglala Lakota College and the University of Idaho. She resides in Kent in Council District 13 and is being appointed to a one-year term.
10. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0496 ~ Jeff Lewis 
Jeff Lewis is president and CEO of Shoreline Bank. He led in all aspects of the bank’s formation, including raising capital, attracting board members, hiring senior bank officers, and managing all marketing, community and shareholder relations. Since the bank opened in October 1, 1999 it has grown to over $34 million in assets, has more than 1200 customers, and is profitable. Currently a member of the Shoreline Arts Council advisory board, Mr. Lewis also is active in the Seattle and Shoreline Chambers of Commerce and various banking industry trade groups. He is past president of the Shoreline Community College Foundation Board, Washington Roundtable, Seattle-King County Economic Development Council, and The Alki Foundation.

Mr. Lewis worked at Seafirst Bank for more than a decade, first as vice president and manager of public affairs – a capacity in which he was responsible for government and community relations throughout the state – and later as vice president of business banking. Prior to that, he worked for the Greater Seattle Chamber of Commerce where he launched and managed two subsidiary non-profit organizations and collaborated directly with business and government leaders throughout the region. His other experience includes executive director for a trade association, marketing manager for a pulp and paper company, and personal aide to former U.S. Senator Warren G. Magnuson. He holds a M.B.A. degree and a B.A. degree in communications, both from the University of Washington. He resides in Shoreline in Council District 1 and is being appointed to a one-year term.
11. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0497 ~ Margaret Lowe 
Margaret Lowe is past director of operations for WorldStream Communication’s TalkSpot where she oversaw broadcast content and scheduling for three fully interactive webcasting channels, hired and trained staff, supervised graphic arts production, and was responsible for budgeting and other matters. She is currently vice chair (past chair) of the Bellevue Arts Commission and a member of both the Advance Bellevue board and the Bellevue Citizens Advisory Committee for Downtown Implementation Plan. She previously served on the Bellevue Performing Arts Center Advisory Committee and the Issaquah School District Music Advisory Committee. 

Prior to her career in webcasting, Ms. Lowe was music coordinator for the Clovis (CA) Unified School District for nearly 20 years. She supervised general music and choral programs in 26 schools, developed curricula and workshops, and collaborated with art and drama departments to generate public support for arts. She has an M.S. degree in Education and a B.S. degree in Music Education from the University of Missouri (Columbia).  She resides in Bellevue in Council District 11 and is being appointed to a three-year term.
12. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0498 ~ James McDonald 
Jim McDonald curates and manages the SAFECO art collection and promotes the collection as a corporate and community resource. Currently chair of the King County Public Art Commission, he has served on the Sound Transit Public Art Advisory Committee and on juries and advisory committees for the King County Arts Commission, Port of Seattle, and other local entities. 

Mr. McDonald was previously cultural programs manager for the city of Kent, a position in which he managed the city’s public art program and oversaw dozens of arts and special events programs each year. Prior to that he was curator of collections at the Tacoma Art Museum and was an Arts Administration Fellow with the National Endowment for the Arts in Washington, D. C. where he reviewed and facilitated Special Exhibition grant applications. Mr. McDonald has a B.F.A. degree in photography and sculpture from the School of the Art Institute of Chicago and studied architecture at the University of Washington. He resides in Seattle in Council District 5 and is being appointed to a three-year term.
13. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0499 ~ Louise Miller 

The Honorable Louise Miller is past chair and vice chair of the King County Council and past chair of the Council’s natural resources committee, which oversees matters related to culture. A six-term member of the state House of Representatives, she chaired the Arts, Tourism and Cultural Resources Committee of the National Conference of State Legislators. She is past chair of the King County Arts Commission and the Metro Arts Committee, and served on the Washington State Arts Commission for 10 years. She was appointed by Governor Gary Locke to the Blue Ribbon Task Force on Arts Funding and by President Bill Clinton to the Council on Arts Education Reform. She has served on the state granting panel for the National Endowment for the Arts. 

Louise Miller has a B.A. degree in music from San Jose State University and attended graduate school at the University of Washington. She taught music in the Seattle schools and was a private music teacher for 17 years.  She resides in Woodinville in Council District 3 and is being appointed to a three-year term.

14. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0500 ~ Roxanne Thayer 

Roxanne Thayer is assistant principal at Olympic High School in Silverdale and an adjunct faculty member at Seattle Pacific University. A member of the King County Landmarks and Heritage Commission, she also presently serves as consultant to the University of Washington’s Puget Sound Writing Project and facilitator to the Social Studies/Language Arts Integrated Research Paper Project. She was project coordinator for the Vashon-Maury Island First People’s Archaeology & Documentary Project and producer/director of Vashon’s & Maury Islands: Hands Across Time. 

Ms. Thayer was previously employed by the Vashon School District where she was responsible for curriculum development, personnel and program administration, and a variety of activities that included grant writing and budgeting. She holds a M.Ed. degree from Seattle University and a B.A. degree from The Evergreen State College.  She resides on Vashon Island in Council District 8 and is being appointed to a two-year term.
15. PROPOSED MOTION 2002-0501 ~ Judith Whetzel 
Judy Whetzel is past director of annual funds and major gifts for the Pilchuck Glass School and past executive director of PONCHO. She was lobbyist for Washington State Arts Advocates. She is a board member of the Seattle Center Foundation (Joint Arts Committee chair), Seattle Opera, and The American String Project, and recently completed a term on the board of the Early Music Guild. 

Ms. Whetzel previously served as a committee member for The Arts Fund, which collaborated with the National Arts Stabilization Fund to help arts organizations achieve operational stability. She was founder/organizer of The Arts Roundtable, chaired the board of the Seattle Academy of Arts and Sciences, was on the board of Allied Arts of Seattle, served on the Seattle Arts Commission and Washington State Arts Commission. and was appointed to Mayor Paul Schell’s Task Force on the Arts, Mayor Charles Royer’s Task Force on the Arts, and Governor John Spellman’s Washington Task Force on the Arts. Ms. Whetzel attended the University of Washington. She resides in Seattle in Council District 10 and is being appointed to a three-year term.
AMENDMENTS:
Patricia Akiyama (Proposed Motion 2002-0487) recently relocated from Mercer Island (Council District 6) to Seattle (Council District 4).  An amendment and a title amendment have been prepared to make the correction. This residency change results in a maximum number of six Board members who reside in Seattle.
