EFFECT prepared by S. Hsu: Amendment 1 would make the following changes:
· Correct a statute reference and update the reference to the City of Seattle's latest ordinance amending the list of projects under the LCLIP, Ordinance 127377, which was passed in December 2025. Compared to the July 2025 version, the December 2025 version includes the addition of the Westlake Park project. According to the City of Seattle, this is due to Seattle Parks and Recreation receiving approximately $1 million in excess revenue above the amount originally projected in their first year of the program.
· Replace the proposed ordinance's Attachment A – First Amendment to the LCLIP ILA. This would make technical changes to the First Amendment and replace the projects list attachment with an updated version of the project list adopted by the City of Seattle in December 2025. 
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
