            NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday, the 14th day of July 2008, during the Council meeting beginning at 1:30 PM.   The purpose of this public hearing is to accept public comments on Ordinance 16101, which extended the completion deadline for livestock flood sanctuaries and farm flood pads in the Snoqualmie Valley authorized by Ordinance 15883. 
             King County encourages public comment on Ordinance 16101.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the July 14 public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker, and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on July 14.  Please call the Metropolitan King County Council offices at (206) 296-1000 if you need directions to the Courthouse.  You may also mail or fax comments to Councilmembers.  The address for the Council is King County Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue #1200 Seattle Washington 98104.  The Council fax number is (206) 296-0198.

  SUMMARY

On May 27, 2008, the Council adopted Ordinance 16101, extending the completion deadline for livestock flood sanctuaries and farm flood pads in the Snoqualmie Valley authorized by Ordinance 15883.  Ordinance 16101 was adopted as an emergency.  
Under section 36.70A.390 RCW of the Growth Management Act, an ordinance may be adopted as an emergency prior to the public notice and hearing, subject to certain procedural requirements, including the provision of published notice for a hearing to be conducted within sixty days of the adoption of the emergency ordinance
