Dear Chairperson Patterson:
The County Council has expressed interest in having King County serve as a model local government for recovering and protecting Puget Sound.  To that end, we provided you a report on the county’s plans for supporting the Puget Sound Partnership.  It recently came to my staff’s attention that we had not included in our January 7, 2008 transmittal the three motions that are required as part of our final response to King County Council Ordinance 15869 adopted by the council on July 17, 2007.  The ordinance called for three separate motions approving the work program for King County to integrate our work on the recovery and protection of Puget Sound with the Puget Sound Partnership’s 2020 Action Agenda; approving the plan for additional monitoring, modeling, data management and research; and approving an organizational structure for coordinating King County’s activities for improving and restoring the health of Puget Sound.

After an internal discussion and communication with council staff, we have determined that submitting one comprehensive motion as part of the council’s review and approval of the response to Ordinance 15869 is an appropriate approach.  We are transmitting the motion less than one week prior to council’s review of the response and respectfully ask that the motion be introduced and referred to Growth Management and Natural Resources Committee for the April 8, 2008 Committee discussion of the work program.  We appreciate your understanding of this oversight and need for immediate referral.
We are pleased to have two council staff included as part of our Puget Sound Team and we look forward to continuing to work closely with the council as the Puget Sound Partnership 
completes development of the 2020 Action Agenda before the end of 2008.  Please do not hesitate to contact me or my staff with your thoughts regarding our work on the Puget Sound recovery effort.
