NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 16th day of October, 2006, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinances 2006-0332 and 2006-0333 relating to the dissolution of the West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District, and providing for the transfer of real property, stormwater facilities, and fund balance to the cities of Redmond and Bellevue. 
SUMMARY

The West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District (the District) was formed in 1963. Proposed Ordinances 2006-0332 and 2006-0333 would abolish the District, appoint the manager of the King County Stormwater Services Section to wind of the affairs of the District, and authorize an Interlocal Agreement between King County, the District, and the cities of Bellevue and Redmond to transfer stormwater facilities, real property, and fund balance to the cities of Bellevue and Redmond. 
The proposed Interlocal Agreement includes Exhibits that list known stormwater facilities and real property interests held by the District, as well as plats which may contain easements for the benefit of King County and/or the District.
