SUBJECT: MOTIONS confirming the executive’s appointment of Enrique Cerna, who resides in Council District Four, and John Arthur Wilson, who resides in Council District Two, to the King County Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND:

The King County Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee, created by Ordinance 14824 on December 15, 2003, is a reorganization of the Government Access Channel Oversight Committee that was first established in 1995.  The Advisory Committee’s duties are to advise the Council and Executive regarding overall programming strategy, content and ways CTV can best serve the community.  

The four members of the Citizens Advisory Committee are appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Each member represents a different sector of the communications industry that includes broadcast, public relations, the internet and print media.  The term of appointments shall not exceed four years.   Members will be compensated at $50.00 per day for days on which advisory committee meetings are held.  

APPOINTEE:

Proposed Motion No. 2004-0371 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Enrique Cerna to the King County Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee, representing broadcast media.  If confirmed, his four-year term will expire on September 30, 2008.  Mr. Cerna brings twenty-nine years experience in the broadcasting business as a producer, reporter and on-air talent to this advisory committee.  He is currently the Director of Production at KCTS Television.

Proposed Motion No. 2004-0374 confirms the Executive’s appointment of John Arthur Wilson, to the King County Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee, representing print media.  If confirmed, his two-year term will expire on September 30, 2006.  Mr. Wilson has an extensive background in journalism, communications and local government.  Currently he is a public affairs consultant with the Gallatin Group.
