	Six Point Summary of changes to the attached agreement:

	1.  This agreement establishes the specific terms and conditions of employment for the Rail Operators; Rail Supervisors; Rail Vehicle Maintenance employees; and Rail Way, Power and Signals employees at the Link Light Rail operation.  These new articles will be appended to the existing Rail Labor Agreement.


	2.  This agreement is modeled after the bus-side collective bargaining agreement with Amalgamated Transit Union, Local 587, making necessary changes to reflect the operational needs of Rail.


	3.  The agreement contains various provisions that allow qualified employees in various job classifications to operate passenger service in order to avoid the cancellation of service.


	4.  The agreement establishes that Rail Operators may be asked to perform other duties as assigned in addition to their regular runs, within their 8-hour guarantee, without additional pay.  This will allow various tasks to be completed without the need to pay overtime.


	5.  The Rail Way, Power and Signals article acknowledges that King County Metro is a contractor of Sound Transit for facilities work.


	6.  Rail Supervisors will be assigned a variety of work tasks on a weekly basis rather than restricting employees into specialties.  This will allow this small group of employees to be fully trained and capable of responding to situations throughout the operation.
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
