SUBJECT

A Briefing on the policy implications of pending state and federal legislative action on King County’s mental health and substance abuse safety net system.
BACKGROUND
The Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services (MHCADS) Division of the Department of Community and Human Services is responsible for planning, implementing and evaluating the publicly funded, countywide system of care for adults and children with mental illness residing in King County. It provides mental health and substance abuse services to low income individuals in need. 
The Division offers a wide variety of services including crisis services, mental health and substance abuse treatment services outlined below:

 
Mental Health Treatment Services: The mental health component of the Division is the Regional Support Network, often referred to as the "RSN." King County is one of 12 RSNs in the state of Washington. The RSN manages King County's publicly funded mental health plan. The county provides outpatient, residential, crisis, and inpatient services to those who qualify. 

Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Services: Most substance county abuse prevention and treatment services are provided through contracts with community-based substance abuse prevention and treatment agencies, though some services are provided directly by the Division. 
County provided services include involuntary treatment services and the Emergency Services Patrol (ESP). Contracted services for substance abuse range from prevention and detoxification services, to sobering and youth and adult outpatient treatment.
Overview: Mental Health and Chemical Dependency Services Division Budget
The 2011 budget for the MHCADS division is over $250 million, with over 126 full time equivalent (FTE) positions.  The MHCADS division budget is shown in the table below:

Washington State contracts with the County’s MHCADSD to provide publically funded mental health and substance abuse services to those in need. Of the 2011 adopted MHCADSD budgets: 

· About $24.5 million, or 80 percent, of the substance abuse adopted budget is from the state contract
· About $162 million, or 93 percent, of the mental health adopted budget is from the state contract
