Subject:  A motion adopting the scope of work for proposed amendments to the King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) to be transmitted to the Council on March 1, 2008.

Background:  K.C.C. 20.18.060 requires the executive to submit a motion that outlines the scope of work (issues) which serves as the basis for developing the amendments for the major (4-year) comprehensive plan updates to be submitted on March 1st of the subsequent year.

The council is required to approve the motion, either as proposed or amended, by April 30th.  Action by the GMUAC on April 15th will allow the full council two opportunities to consider the motion prior to the April 30th deadline.  If the council does not act on the motion by the deadline, the executive may proceed to implement the work program as proposed.  

Amendments:


Amendment 1 (see Attachment 2) would insert under “Area Zoning and Land Use Proposals”: 

“Consider requests for the expansion of the urban growth line adjacent to the city of  

   Covington to include the areas between SE Wax Road and SR-18, west of 196th Ave SE.”

Amendment 2 (see Attachment 3) would insert under “Area Zoning and Land Use Proposals”: 

“Consider a request for an infill expansion of the Maple Valley Rural Neighborhood

   (intersection of SE 214th Street and SR 169/SR 18)”

NOTE:  This property (parcel #2752200006) is owned by Maple Valley Food Bank and Emergency Services. The building, originally constructed in 1933 as an auditorium / assembly building and used as a community center prior to its sale to the Food Bank, has always functioned as a commercial building of one type or another. 

Amendment 3 (see Attachment 4) would insert under “Area Zoning and Land Use Proposals”: 

“Consider a request for an expansion of the Rural Neighborhood located @ the intersection

   of SE Green Valley Road and the Enumclaw/Black Diamond Road SE)”

NOTE:  The property (parcel #2421069011) subject to the request is operated as a commercial nursery and the owner wants future option to develop a restaurant such as the former HerbFarm outside of Fall City. 

Amendment 4 (see Attachment 5) would insert under “Area Zoning and Land Use Proposals”: 
“Consider a request for a change in the land use designation and zoning (from Urban Medium   

   to Urban Separator and R-6 to R-1, respectively) of all properties common to Lake Desire and  
   properties common to West Lake Desire Dr. SE, East Lake Desire Dr. SE, SE 173 Rd Pl. and   
  174th Ave SE, located east of the Fairwood area.”
