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Background 

King County Conservation Futures 

King County's Conservation Futures tax (CFT) is a dedicated portion of property taxes levied throughout King County for the purchase of open space lands. King County has established a CFT Citizens Committee that is directed by Ordinance 14717 to review applications and make an annual recommendation on the expenditure of CFT funds. The Committee forwards its recommendation to King County by July 15th each year for consideration in King County's annual budget process and approved in King County's annual budget ordinance each November. The CFT Citizen Committee's recommendation for this year is based on a current estimate of $10,700,000 for 2009 CFT collections. 
2007 King County Parks Expansion Levy

In August, 2007 the voters of King County approved a six year Parks Expansion Levy, which was authorized by King County ordinance 15760. The levy provides funding for acquisition of open space and trails in unincorporated King County and its cities, recreation programs, and capital improvements for the Woodland Park Zoo. Approximately $20 million of the levy is anticipated to be dedicated to unincorporated King County open space acquisition over the six year life of the levy. The King County Council has requested by Motion 12587that the Executive establish a process for coordinating the expenditure of these funds with similar projects proposed for CFT funding. In the spring of 2008, the King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks worked with the CFT Citizens Committee to develop criteria and a process for coordinating 2007 Parks Expansion Levy and CFT project funding. The Committee has reviewed the Parks Levy projects as part of with the annual CFT application review process, and a recommendation is included in this report. 
Annual Review and Recommendation Process 

This year's CFT Citizens Committee review follows from the work of the past several years, with the added task of reviewing the 2007 King County Parks Expansion Levy projects. Applications for the CFT funds were sent out to prospective city and unincorporated King County agencies by February 1st and they were returned by March 31tst. In February, the Committee held a workshop covering the CFT application process, including a review of the criteria, examples of successful projects and other related information.  King County's Water and Resource Land Division (WLRD) and Parks Division staff worked jointly to develop proposed Parks Expansion Levy projects for consideration, and then submitted them to the Committee in early April for review. The Committee met in mid-April for an initial review of the applications to raise questions for follow-up with the applicants, and to discuss initial impressions of the projects. The Committee then undertook perhaps the most enjoyable part of the review process, traveling King County and its cities to directly inspect all of the sites under consideration for funding on evening and weekend field trips. Finally, the Committee held additional meetings to discuss the projects for their conformance with CFT and Parks Expansion Levy criteria, and to make funding recommendations. 
Highlights of This Year's Recommendations
In a year when a broad range of environmental issues are receiving much public visibility, the Committee is pleased to recommend funding for the preservation of over 500acres of open space in King County, Seattle and the suburban cities. This recommendation balances many demands for urban and rural area open space acquisition funding, including Puget Sound shoreline, riparian habitat for endangered salmon, green spaces to enhance urban quality of life, passive use trails, agricultural lands, and wildlife habitat. All of these will help further the goals of the King County Greenprint effort. The Committee also takes into account the need for geographic equity in the distribution of CFT funds, as required by the King County Code. 
Suburban City Project Highlights
· Normandy Park has proposed the acquisition of 2,200 feet of natural shoreline habitat on Puget Sound north of Marine View Park. Several recent news articles, as well as WRIA salmon recovery plans, have highlighted the importance of preserving the natural edges of Puget Sound shoreline from sea walls and bulkheads that restrict the replenishment of beach sand and gravel that are integral to the shoreline ecosystem. This project will help protect natural shoreline process and habitat.
· Auburn will acquire a small but critical linkage property on the Green River that will allow for a levee to be set back on nearby properties. The project will significantly improve the habitat for endangered Chinook and other salmonid species, including Steelhead, Coho. 
· Two urban green space projects are proposed for Lake Forest Park as part of its emerging 100-year Legacy Vision plan. The .6-acre Town Center Nature Park is located adjacent to the city's Fire Station, City Hall, and Town Center shopping complex, and it contains a segment of Lyons Creek. The wooded 5.6-acre 40th Place Greenbelt project is centrally located in the city and contains urban wildlife and a headwater stream in the Lyons Creek basin
· Bellevue continues to implement its ambitious effort to acquire additions to its greenway and open space system with two proposed CFT projects this year. Bellevue has expended several million dollars in city funds on open space acquisition in the past year and is recommended to receive significant CFT funds to help it work towards the acquisition of central components of its greenway and open space system in the Richards Valley area, and on Lake Sammamish at eastern terminus of its Lake-to-Lake Greenbelt.  

· In Kent, funding is recommended for two acquisition projects. The first is a multiple-parcel, 40-acre project to preserve the headwaters of McSorely Creek, which flows into Puget Sound and is a major greenway link between the Green River valley and the Sound. The second Kent project is an addition to the Panther Lake CFT project that was funded last year by King County. The project will help provide access to Panther Lake and establish a park in an area that has had high levels of residential development in recent years. 

· Issaquah's multiple-parcel salmon habitat acquisition project on Issaquah Creek will continue the progress it has made in recent years in its Issaquah Creek Waterways effort. Issaquah has identified several properties with willing sellers. This project complements King County's Issaquah Creek TDR Initiative CFT project, which will help preserve lands on Issaquah Creek in unincorporated King County and will further the pilot TDR program that Issaquah and King County established last year
· Federal Way will preserve the 7-acre Enticknap wetland complex on Hylebos creek, an important WIRA 10 priority that will further Federal Way's several year effort to protect and restore Hylebos Creek.
Seattle Project Highlights 

· In Ballard, a new community open space of almost one acre will be created in a neighborhood that lacks a nearby greenspace that is convenient for local residents without having to get into their cars. Seattle has sought to purchase this property for almost two decades and it has finally become available.   

· A .2-acre green space will be acquired on Westlake Avenue in the rapidly growing Denny Triangle urban center, one of the region's highest density communities. This park will also serve as part of the entrance for the Cornish Performing Arts Center that is proposed for development.  
· Seattle will acquire a final .2 acre inholding in its Harrison Ridge woodland greenspace, which lies between the Madison Valley and Madrona neighborhoods and is in the view shed of much of the eastern slope of Capitol Hill.
· The First Hill neighborhood will gain a new greenspace on Madison Avenue two blocks north of Interstate 5. The community plan for the First Hill Urban Center identified a lack of neighborhood open space and parks compared to other city neighborhoods, and this proposal will help address this concern.
· The Maple Leaf Community Council identified a grove of trees on 15th Avenue, North of Lake City Way that is called Waldo Woods and is threatened with partial removal and impact from an approved housing development. The project goal is to both save the trees and lessen the harm to the health of the trees that may be caused by the adjacent development. 
Unincorporated King County Project Highlights 
· Three projects on the Cedar River with high values on the King County Greenprint will help continue efforts to preserve and restore this important river system. The 20-acre Rainbow Bend project and the multiple-parcel Elliot Bridge reach projects have been funded previously, but have shown good progress and merit additional funding. The multiple-parcel Lower Cedar River corridor will acquire additional high quality salmon habitat that is also a WRIA 8 Priority. 
· The Point Heyer Drift Cell project on Vashon Island is another Puget Sound shoreline habitat preservation project that will benefit salmon that are born in King County Watersheds, as well as in other watersheds throughout Puget Sound. Also on Vashon Island, additional funding is recommended for the Paradise Valley/Judd Creek project, located on one of Vashon Island's two major prime salmon bearing streams. King County continues its successful partnership with the Vashon/Maury Island Land Trust to protect the Judd Creek watershed.

· The Cougar-Squak Corridor project is a 48-acre property that is strategically located between Cougar Mountain and Squak Mountain, and as such is a key connector in the "Issaquah Alps" corridor. King County and Issaquah have both sought to preserve this property over the last fifteen years and the owner has now expressed an interest in selling either all of the property or a significant portion of it. 
· The Green River Natural Area/Flaming Geyser/Newuakum Creek project has several high priority properties that have high Greenprint values and will help protect this large and highly important natural area corridor in southern King County.  
· The Issaquah Creek Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Initiative will build on King County's adopted TDR agreement with Issaquah by jump-starting the purchase of TDRs in the Issaquah Creek basin and selling them in the city of Issaquah. This will help demonstrate successful TDR transactions to other cities that are considering entering into TDR program agreements with King County. 
· The Historic Green Agricultural Production District (APD) project will purchase development rights on 15 acres of farmland land with prime agricultural soils, to help preserve farming in the lower Green River valley between Auburn and Kent. 
· A 74-acre mature second growth forest on Grand Ridge north of Interstate 90 was funded last year with CFT funds and is recommended to receive Parks Expansion Levy funds this year. The property contains headwaters of Canyon Creek, which is an important salmon spawning and rearing stream that flows into Patterson Creek, a tributary of the Snoqualmie River. 
Some Major Themes of this Recommendation:

This year's recommendations continue the work of Conservation Futures in recent years to connect and buffer existing natural areas and greenbelts in rural King County, and in the cities to provide open spaces that will help preserve our quality of life amid the pressures of growth and increasing density. A few themes that emerged this year are noted below, followed by project-specific recommendations in the remainder of the report.
· The importance of local bonds and matching funds  
The rising cost of land in King County and its cities may have eased in the past year, however relative to the available amount of Conservation Futures there is still a great need for additional funds from other sources to help meet the open space acquisition needs of our region. King County and several cities have stepped up their funding activity in the past couple of years. Some city examples include: Bellevue, which has made over $15 million available for purchases within its greenways and open space system; Issaquah, which has allocated several million dollars to preserve habitat on Issaquah Creek; Shoreline, which passed a $17 million Parks Bond in 2006; and Kent, which has provided significant funds to help purchase open space in that rapidly growing city. The Seattle Pro Parks Levy that passed in 2000 has provided millions in CFT matching funds so far this decade, but it is set to expire this year. Seattle will still receive the most residential growth in King County by a significant margin in the coming decade, however, and it will need to find more funds for continue to provide neighborhood open spaces to keep up with this growth. The cities will also benefit from additional matching funds that are now available to them through the 2007 King County Parks Expansion Levy.    
· 2007 King County Parks Expansion Levy 
A new and critical source of matching funds for Conservation Futures this year is the King County Parks Expansion Levy, which was approved by the voters of King County in August, 2007. $20 million dollars from the levy is dedicated to the acquisition of open space in unincorporated King County over six years. The King County Council passed Motion 12587 in October 2007, which requested that the Parks Expansion Levy program and CFT projects be reviewed in a way that would maximize their open space and natural lands acquisition objectives through better coordination and communication. The Committee has reviewed the Parks Expansion Levy projects side by side with the CFT applications and it has made its recommendations with an eye towards utilizing the two funding sources as effective as possible, particularly to try to meet CFT matching fund needs. A smaller amount of Parks Expansion Levy funding is available to the cities, and we expect that next year we will see proposed city CFT projects with some of those Parks Expansion Levy funds as a match. The Committee is hopeful that this funding will help new projects come forward that otherwise may have been more difficult to propose. Further discussion of our recommendation process for these funds may be found on page 11.
· Nearshore marine habitat projects that are an important component of the salmon cycle 
The regional effort to protect the habitat and water quality of Puget Sound has been elevated recently by the Puget Sound Partnership and new State-level efforts that have been highlighted in the media. We are pleased to see two important nearshore marine habitat preservation projects this year, one in the city of Normandy Park called Beaconsfield on the Sound, and the other on the eastern shore of Vashon Island called the Point Heyer Drift Cell. These two projects have similar goals of protecting shoreline natural habitat that allows the accretion of sand and gravel from shoreline bluffs down to the beach and then along the intertidal zone through the action of ocean currents. This habitat provides eelgrass and other food sources for forage fish that young salmon require early in their life cycle. Nearshore habitat also supports a myriad of shellfish, avian and other aquatic species. Additional protection of Puget Sound shoreline will require significant resources in the coming years and CFT and the Parks Expansion Levy will be an important part of the funding solution.  
· Transferable Development Rights (TDR) program 
The Committee again recommends CFT funding, as well as significant Parks Expansion Levy funding, to provide additional support for King County's TDR program. The funding would go towards the direct, up-front purchase of development rights by King County for transfer into a city that participates in the TDR program. This funding will complement the CFT funds approved by King County last year as an incentive for to cities to accept TDRs by providing them with funding that would help them buy open space within their cities. Issaquah signed a TDR agreement last year with King County to accept TDRs from lands in the Issaquah Creek headwaters in unincorporated King County. Under this year's CFT proposal, the King County TDR program would purchase the TDRs and transfer them into Issaquah. The Parks Expansion Levy TDR proposal would promote greater participation in the TDR program by other cities. The Committee strongly recommends this additional funding support to help encourage this effort.  
· 
Several fully-funded CFT projects 

Finally, this year the Committee is pleased to recommend the full funding of thirteen of the CFT project proposals. These projects generally had good sources of matching fund and tended to be some of the projects with lower funding requests. By fully funding them they should have a greater likelihood of success.   

FUNDING RECOMMENDATIONS FOR INDIVIDIUAL PROJECTS: 

SUBURBAN CITIES

Auburn - Smith/Fenster Levee Setback (Green River) 
$ 130,000
$130,000
Recommendation:  This proposed .64-acre acquisition will play an important role in Auburn's effort to widen the channel of the Green River in the Auburn Narrows area near the eastern border of the city at 4th Street SE. The parcel will be the last of several properties brought into public ownership in the past few years to protect habitat for salmonid species in the Green River and to eventually set back the river levee to allow for more natural gravel bars and channels important to the health of the river. This small parcel lies between two areas of public ownership proposed for a levee setback that would be significantly less effective without this property. The Green River regional trail is unpaved where it passes through this site and it will be reconstructed and paved as part of the overall project. The levee widening project is identified in the WRIA 9 Recovery Plan and is part of the Puget Sound Recovery Plan accepted by the national Marine Fisheries Service and the United States Department of Fish and Wildlife. The Committee recommends fully funding this project, as Auburn has received fewer CFT funds than other cities in recent years and it had to abandon a smaller project last year that became infeasible. Though this is a relatively small project, it is one of regional importance because of the significant added benefit it provides for the levee setback in this important area of the Green River.
Bellevue - Bellevue Greenways and Open Space System

Recommendation:  This project has been an ambitious multiple-year and multiple-parcel effort that has a goal of preserving some of the city's last important natural lands and open spaces. The current top priority parcels are in the Richards Valley area, north of I-90 and southeast of downtown Bellevue. Bellevue has a long-term vision for its open space system through its Park and Open Space System Plan. This effort has been invigorated in the past few years with several key and substantial open space purchases. Bellevue has committed $16 million in local park funds recently to purchase key parcels as they come on the market, particularly in the Lake to Lake Greenway, a major east-west community separator for Bellevue which links Lake Sammamish to Lake Washington. A trail along this greenbelt is available for close-to-home in-city walking that for many residents does not require a car to access. The Committee recommends significant CFT funding in support of this effort and in recognition of Bellevue's consistent history of completing CFT projects and providing local matching funds. 
Bellevue - Lake Sammamish Waterfront Park
$950,000
$ 400,000



Recommendation:  This project consists of the acquisition of a .4 acre parcel on Lake Sammamish, east of West Lake Sammamish Parkway and adjacent to existing waterfront park land owned by Bellevue. This project helps Bellevue meet a goal of providing access to Lake Sammamish, which is a policy identified in its Park and Open Space System Plan. The western shore of Lake Sammamish, King County's second largest lake, lies in Bellevue, but it is almost totally in private ownership and inaccessible to the public within the Bellevue city limits. Most Bellevue residents therefore go to Marymoor Park in Redmond or Lake Sammamish State Park in Issaquah to enjoy the lake. Bellevue purchased an initial lakefront property west of Weowna Park in the 1990s and last winter the city purchased an adjacent property when it came up for sale. Bellevue now seeks reimbursement for this purchase. The addition of this property will further the provision of access to the Lake Sammamish waterfront, which is a regional priority. Funding this project and the above project is an acknowledgement of the importance of Bellevue's open space provision efforts.
Federal Way - Enticknap Wetland 
$ 131,875 
$ 132,000


Recommendation:  Entiknap Wetland is a 6.35 acre property on Hylebos Creek that is a headwater area for the greater Hylebos system, located on Hylebos Creek north of S 373rd Street and east of 12th Avenue South. The wetland contains important salmonid habitat. This proposed acquisition is part of the city's plan for protecting Hylebos Creek, and protection of the greater Hylebos basin is a priority of the WRIA 10 salmon recovery strategy. There has been strong community support for efforts to protect and restore Hylebos Creek going back over two decades. The Friends of Hylebos has conducted environmental education and stewardship activities throughout the Hylebos basin and it would be an important partner with the city for the long term management of this site. Federal Way also intends to improve fish passage on this site, as such passage is currently restricted by culverts and screens. The city is also working to improve passage on nearby areas of the Hylebos in the future. The family owning the property approached the city to offer the property for sale, in the hope that is would be preserved. 
Issaquah - Issaquah Creek Waterways 
$ 500,000 
          $ 300,000


Recommendation:  This is a continuation of a several-year preservation project on Issaquah Creek to protect and restore riparian and salmonid habitat. Issaquah is continuing to develop an urban greenway amenity through this growing city, as well as meet WRIA 8 goals to protect salmon. Issaquah has stepped up its local funding for these acquisitions in the past year and it has acquired or is in the process of acquiring several key parcels. Issaquah has identified several parcels on Issaquah Creek throughout the city through an active planning program, and the city is actively engaged in discussions with the owners. Issaquah has consistent record on its conservation acquisitions, and has historically done good of gaining matching funds and expending allocated CFT funds. This funding recommendation will provide resources that will help Issaquah further this work this year. This is a project of regional significance, due to the importance of protecting Issaquah Creek, which provides over 70% of the surface water flow into Lake Sammamish.

Kent - McSorely Creek Wetland
$ 450,268 
$300,000


Recommendation:  McSorely Creek Wetland is an approximately 40-acre wetland complex located between Pacific Highway South and Interstate 5, at 272nd Street South in Kent. The wetland is the main remaining headwater area for McSorely Creek and it acts as a filter that helps preserve the natural health of the creek. The wetland has a high water storage capacity, which helps prevent downstream flooding in the lower McSorely Creek system. Great Blue Heron and migrating songbirds may be observed at the site, along with other wildlife species found in more urban settings. The McSorely Creek wetland area forms a key part of an important community separator identified in the Kent Comprehensive Plan that runs from the Green River valley in Kent westward to Puget Sound in Des Moines. The wetlands are also identified as a preservation priority in the Green/Duwamish and Central Puget Sound Watershed Salmon Habitat Plan. Some habitat restoration has been performed in the wetlands and more restoration will be conducted as other properties are acquired in the future. This area is difficult to develop, and as a result seven owners have expressed an interest in selling their property to Kent. 

Kent - Panther Lake 
$ 436,375

Recommendation:  This one-acre, three parcel project is located on SE 208th Street, adjacent to the five-acre site at Panther Lake funded with CFT last year. Kent is attempting to establish a park at Panther Lake to provide public access and to preserve shoreline habitat. Kent seeks to acquire additional open space in this rapidly growing area of the east Kent plateau. The property is located in unincorporated King County within a Potential Annexation Area (PAA) that will eventually become part of the city. Kent is being proactive in trying to acquire the open space before it is developed, to take advantage of a rare chance to create a waterfront park in the plateau area east of downtown Kent, a significantly underserved area for parks and open space. Kent is under contract to purchase the property identified in this request as the property is listed for sale. Kent needs part of this property for parking, to help preserve the high quality natural resources on the adjacent property funded with CFT last year. 

Lake Forest Park - 40th Place Greenbelt
$ 519,500 
$ 125,000



Recommendation:  This project is composed of two woodland lots totaling 5.6 acres on 40th Place NE in Lake Forest Park. The city has few remaining woodland sites of this size and it contains a stream that feeds into Lyons Creek, one of the two main streams that flow through Lake Forest Park into Lake Washington. Seattle Public Utility owns the property and will likely begin the process of surplussing it within the next year. The property will be less threatened by development if Lake Forest Park can negotiate with SPU and start raising funds for acquisition. The site is identified in the proposed Lake Forest Park 100 year parks legacy vision plan, which is currently under review and will likely be adopted this summer.
Lake Forest Park - Town Center Nature Park
$ 137,000 
$ 137,000


Recommendation:  This .62-acre project is located on Brookside Boulevard NE, adjacent to the Town Center shopping area on Bothell Way. The vision is to restore the natural wetland and to improve the riparian habitat along lower Lyons Creek, which runs through the property and is used by salmonid species that come up from nearby Lake Washington. This site is an important part of the city's long-term, 100-year legacy vision to create a linked network of parks and trails that enhance local quality of life and environmental quality. This site is adjacent to the city's main shopping area, fire station and city hall, and it will contribute to the vision of a the town center, including pedestrian and bicycle linkages from surrounding neighborhoods, that offers the truly mixed set of experiences envisioned for urban centers under the State of Washington's Growth Management Act.  
Normandy Park - Beaconsfield on the Sound 
$ 517,000

Recommendation: This is project has a goal of acquiring fee simple and conservation easement rights to approximately three acres and one quarter mile of Puget Sound natural shoreline habitat just north of Marine View Park. There are several parcels identified. Protection and restoration of Puget Sound's natural shoreline is a high priority of WRIA 9 and other state, regional and local Puget Sound planning groups, because natural shoreline habitat is a critical component of the life cycle of juvenile endangered Duwamish/Green Chinook as well as several other salmonid species from 10 other watersheds throughout the Sound. Some of the properties have already been purchased, while others have interested owners who have indicated a willingness to sell. The issue of damage to shoreline habitat from the construction of bulkheads and other forms of shoreline armoring along Puget Sound shorelines was highlighted in a Seattle Times feature article in May of 2008. This project will help address the need for natural erosion and replenishment of sand and gravel to tidelands, which is necessary for eelgrass beds on which salmon and a host of other species depend as apart of their life cycles. This project has good public access along beach at lower tides from Marine View Park. 
North Bend - Tanner Trail Phase II & III

Recommendation:  This is a proposed trail acquisition project along almost two miles of an abandoned 50' wide railroad right of way on the south side of North Bend Way, between the current terminus of Tanner Trail at Torgusen Park and Interstate 90. The acquisition costs are currently estimated to be in the range of $4 million, based on an appraisal conducted recently for nearby property. The threat to the trail would be the sale of property to some of the many adjoining landowners who could expand onto the right of way to gain better access for their businesses to the adjoining arterial road. While the corridor is not imminently threatened with such sale, as it is owned by a railroad company, the property is not being used for rail purposes and could become available for sale in the near future. The proposed trail link is identified in North Bend's adopted 6-year Parks Capital Improvement Program, as part of a loop trail system that the city would like to create with the Snoqualmie Valley Regional Trail, which parallels this proposed trail about one quarter mile to the north of North Bend Way. Local residents currently use the proposed trail property for local trail access, and North Bend feels the trail loop system would enhance the public perception of this primarily commercial area by creating an amenity that encourages pedestrian and bicycle use as an alternative transportation option. The Committee recommends that a nominal amount of CFT funding be made available that would be sufficient for North Bend to conduct negotiations and gain better information about the overall acquisition costs for this proposal, in anticipation of a future request for CFT funds based on such information. 
Pacific - Wetlands Passive Nature Park

Recommendation:  This project would acquire approximately 26 acres of primarily wetland habitat on Milwaukee Boulevard adjacent to Alpac Elementary School. The property is currently owned by State of Washington Department of Natural Resources (State DNR) and is now considered surplus to DNR, so it must sell the property. The price of the land acquisition is currently estimated at approximately $560,000. This project has received CFT funds previously, $150,000 in 2006 and about $100,000 to be reallocated from savings from the recently completed "Trail Hub and Spokes" 2006 CFT project, which was completed under budget. Given the dollar-for dollar matching funds requirement for CFT, there is little room for additional CFT contribution to this project. The site does offer some environmental education opportunities, as it is adjacent to an elementary school, though the quality of the habitat is not as high as other proposed projects this year. Pacific has not identified matching funds for the project and the Committee feels that the city needs more actively pursue this proposal and that the current level of CFT contribution for this property is a fair component of the funding package. 
Shoreline - Kruckeberg Property 
$ 157,541
$ 157,000


Recommendation:  This request would meet the remaining eligible acquisition costs for this four-acre botanical garden located at 15th Avenue NE in the Richmond Beach area, which was purchased by Shoreline last year. The garden was created in the early 1960s by Art and Maureen Kruckeberg, who have used it since then as an educational resource for native plants and other plant species from around the world. Dr. Art Kruckeberg is a University of Washington professor emeritus and internationally known native plant and ecology expert. This is a project of regional importance because of it will continue to serve as a living repository of knowledge on native plants species for our region, and as such the Committee considers this project to be of regional significance. Community volunteers help steward the gardens. Shoreline purchased the property with partial CFT funding and it is requesting an additional CFT contribution towards the purchase price. The project was partly funded last year for $300,000 the current request would fully fund half the cost of the completed project.

Recommendation:  This is a multiple-parcel .9 acre site located on 9th Avenue NW between NW 70th and NW 73rd streets. The site is in densely populated Ballard, a community that is deficient in local, community-scale open space. Seattle and local community residents have had acquisition of this property as a high priority for 15 years, and it was a high priority 2000 Pro Parks Levy project. When the property finally became available for purchase last year, Seattle moved quickly to purchase it from the single owner before it was sold as building lots. The site has garden and lawn areas to the north and south of two existing homes, the more substantial of which will be made available for sale and removal to another site, and the other would be demolished. The Committee recommends full funding of this project to help address the need for a quality of life amenity that will help support an improved quality of life in this high density community. 
Seattle - Harrison Ridge Greenspace Completion

Recommendation:  This proposed acquisition is a one parcel, .19 acre inholding within Seattle's Harrison Ridge Greenspace, located on 32nd Avenue East, south of East Denny Way. The greenspace and acts as a local wooded open space in the Madrona and Madison Valley areas. It is also in the view shed of the tomes on the eastern side of the Capitol Hill and Madison Valley neighborhoods, offering visual relief in these urban residential communities. The green space also serves as a community separator between Madison Valley and Madrona. This is a fairly straightforward acquisition that will allow for the removal of a remaining inholding with a house from the center of the Harrison Ridge Greenspace. Seattle will make the house available for removal if there is an interested party. This site was for sale recently and Seattle took advantage of the opportunity to purchase it. 
Seattle - Denny Triangle Urban Center Park

Recommendation:  This proposed .2-acre neighborhood open space is located in one of our region's highest-density urban centers. It has been previously funded with $950,000 in CFT funds in recognition of the need to provide open space in this rapidly growing urban center. The previous CFT funding allocation for this project directed Seattle to identify a specific site for subsequent King County approval. Seattle has now identified the site, which is located adjacent to Cornish College of the Arts at Westlake Avenue and Lenora Street, a block south of Denny Way. Seattle requests approval of the project site to allow for expenditure of the previously-approved CFT funds and it also requests $450,000 in additional 2009 CFT collections to help meet the costs of acquisition. Cornish College for the Arts is the property owner of the triangle-shaped site, and it is in negotiations with Seattle for sale of the property. The property is located on the new trolley line on Westlake that serves the South Lake Union neighborhood.

Recommendation:  This proposed urban center park is located on Madison Avenue about two blocks north of Interstate 5 in area of high density, multi-storey buildings. The First Hill Urban Center is one of five "urban center villages" that compose Seattle's Downtown Urban Center, and it is lacking in open space.  The First Hill neighborhood south of Madison Avenue is one of the least-served with open space in Seattle and this acquisition will help address the need. The neighborhood has only half of the open space needed to serve the anticipated growth identified in the neighborhood growth plan, which anticipates 1,200 new dwelling units and 2000 new jobs by 2024. Seattle conducted a lengthy planning process that identified several potential open spaces for future acquisition throughout the First Hill urban village, and this property s one of those sites.

Recommendation:  This is an approximately .4-acre open space acquisition project, located on the western side of 15th Avenue NE at NE 85th Street. The project goal is to preserve a grove of trees that is mainly Douglas Fir, with a few other species as well. The project was sponsored and forwarded by the Maple Leaf Community Council. The Committee feels that the grove of trees would have greatly benefited from a more creative solution regarding the spacing and setback of the proposed buildings. The normal building permit review and development process is apparently completed, but it seems that more consideration and creativity could have been employed to preserve the trees better, given stated city goals to protect such trees. The long–term health of the trees after development is a concern, given the cost of preserving them, and all attempts should be made to protect this public investment. Public access to the grove should also be a condition of this project. Of note, a reservoir one block away will be covered with a lid that will become a park in 2012, though development funds for the park are not yet identified. 
KING COUNTY   
Discussion of the Committee's recommendations for King County Parks Expansion Levy open space acquisition project funding for Fiscal year 2009: 

As discussed in the introduction to this report, this year the Committee was asked to review and make recommendations on the use of 2007 Parks Expansion Levy funds for unincorporated King County open space acquisition projects. The Committee made its recommendation using selection criteria it was asked to help develop in response to Motion 12587, which requested the Executive to establish a process by which Parks Expansion Levy projects would be reviewed and recommended to the King County Council. The Committee has been mindful of trying to best fit its recommendation for Parks Expansion Levy funds with concurrent requests for open space acquisition funding through the annual Conservation Futures recommendation process. As with the proposed CFT projects, the Committee visited all of the proposed Parks Expansion Levy project sites.  

This is the first year we have conducted this recommendation, and due to the rather recent passage of the Parks Expansion Levy, the Department of Natural Resources and Parks (DNRP) was not able to provide us with a fixed level of anticipated available fiscal year 2009 Parks Levy open space acquisition funds for this round. $20,000,000 in Parks Expansion Levy funding is available over the six-year life of the Levy and $500,000 was allocated by the King County Council for fiscal year 2008 projects. The remaining $19.5 million would be allocated over the remaining five years. DNRP requested that we recommend a funding range for the fiscal year 2009 Parks Levy funds, with a high end of $5,896,000, down to a lower amount that would likely be determined by the early summer. We have therefore structured our recommendation to start at the high end of the range of funding requests, and then to reduce it in the following amounts and order: 
1) The Cougar Squak Corridor and Historic Lower Green APD projects fully funded, with no deduction. 
2) $ 250,000 deduction from the Patterson Creek Natural Area Addition Project;

3) $ 250,000 deduction from the White River/Pinnacle Peak/Red Creek project

4) $ 250,000 deduction from the Issaquah Creek TDR Initiative project.

5) $ 250,000 deduction from the Paradise Valley/Judd Creek TDR Initiative project.
6) The remaining funds would be deducted proportionally from the remaining projects, down to the available amount of fiscal year 2009 Park Levy funds.

Discussion of the funding recommendations for the2009 Parks Levy projects and conservation Futures Projects follows below:

Recommendation:  This is a multiple-year, multiple-parcel project with a goal of preserving habitat in the Bass, Beaver and Dandy Lake complex in unincorporated King County. It is located south of the Green River and north of Enumclaw, and east of State Route 169 near SE 383rd Street. This three-lake complex is connected by Cristy Creek, which in turn contributes a significant cold water source for the middle Green River. The cold water from the stream is important for supporting salmonid species. The lake complex also contains high quality habitat for upland species, particularly for songbirds. This year there are seven high-priority target parcels, including four parcels located to the north and east of Dandy Lake, and three parcels that are adjacent to Bass Lake. King County has made good progress preserving this area in recent years and this allocation will help further protect it and work towards a connection with protected lands in the middle Green River. This is a project of regional significance due to its wildlife diversity and important contribution to the middle Green River ecosystem.

Recommendation:  This project has a goal of purchasing a major inholding in the publicly-owned open space corridor connecting Cougar Mountain Regional Wildland Park and Squak Mountain State Park. The property is approximately 48.2 acres on the western slope of Squak Mountain, on the Renton-Issaquah Road SE (State Route 900). This project is a regional priority because of its enhancement of the connectivity between the two parks. King County attempted to purchase the site in the 1990s but was unable to do so. King County has already provided $750,000 in matching funds for this project in the 2008 annual budget and the addition of full funding of $150,000 in fiscal year 2009 Parks Expansion Levy funds would fully match a $900,000 allocation of CFT funds. Together, these funds are in the estimated acquisition cost range for the project. This project is a high priority of the Mountains to Sound Greenway. While King County would like to purchase the entire property, it is possible that the lower portion of the property, approximately five acres, may be reserved for sale at a later date as it is currently being used as a commercial composting operation, and it may take some time to find a suitable place to relocate the business. A small portion of this project site may eventually provide a parking area that would serve as a needed trailhead for access to both Squak Mountain and Cougar Mountain.

Recommendation:  This a multiple-parcel acquisition project of up to 5.6 acres in size, located on the Cedar River east of 154th Avenue SE and north of the Renton-Maple Valley Highway (State Route 169). The Cedar River has flooding problems in this area from time to time and the project is therefore primarily being funded with flood buyout funds, however the project has an important long-term conservation component to help protect endangered Chinook and the Cedar River's large Sockeye run. The matching funds are mainly from a FEMA pre-disaster mitigation grant. The project area it is just upstream from a WRIA 8 priority habitat protection area called the "landslide reach" of the Cedar River. Riparian habitat on the properties will be restored after the properties are acquired and it will be managed as riparian habitat. The Cedar River Trail regional trail is adjacent to the project. The area could provide point access/pullout along river for trail users. The project was partially funded with CFT last year and an additional CFT contribution to the project this year will continue support for habitat in the completed project area.

Recommendation:  This is a proposed 67-acre acquisition located on 304th Way SE, across from Nolte State Park. The proposal for the site is for future trailhead parking and other possible uses that might include enhanced local backcountry trails accessible from the future Enumclaw Plateau regional trail, camping, possibly a mountain bike course, or other uses. The 67 acres are divided by a north/south King County right-of-way and there is a large pasture on the eastern side of the property. The site could become a trail entryway into the Cascade Foothills if access can also be secured on private forest lands to the east, although better information is needed about the actual likelihood gaining such access. The Committee does not recommend CFT funding for this project this year, because it feels there are several questions that require more background work to allow for a better-informed evaluation of this proposal. One question is whether it is possible to secure trailhead parking within the existing 400 foot wide rail right-of-way that King County will likely acquire in the future from Burlington Northern for the Enumclaw plateau trail. Another significant issue is the need for an assessment of the possible uses for the property and whether this particular site best meets the demand. Initial ideas for the property include environmental interpretation, camping, hiking, equestrian side-trails, and biking, but these needs to be more fully vetted and such uses should complement, not duplicate the facilities at Nolte State Park across the road. This discussion has started, for example a member of the Enumclaw Forested Foothills Recreation Association (EFFRA) has now visited the site, but more work needs to be done.

Recommendation:  This is a multiple-parcel acquisition project that has been funded over several years along the Green River and lower Newaukum Creek. For this year's allocation, the first priority target properties are a 38-acre property on the north bank of the Green River, south of SE Green Valley Road, and three parcels on Newaukum Creek at 212th Avenue NE. the Middle Green River area is a WRIA 9 high priority for conservation of Chinook, Steelhead, and other salmonid species. The match for this property is a forested property acquired last year by King County, formerly owned by State DNR, and located  to the south across river and up the valley wall, about ¼ mile away. The 38-acre parcel contains the only remaining house in an important area of the reach for free flowing river. The three parcels on Newaukum Creek are adjacent to property that was purchased through the Lower Newaukum Creek/Green River Confluence CFT project in 2006. That project is a partially completed CFT project that overlaps in scope with this project. For administrative efficiency this project and the Lower Newaukum Green River CFT Project funded last year, with overlapping project areas, should be combined.

Recommendation:  This project would acquire development rights on 15 acres of farmland in the lower Green River Valley near Kent, at 78th Avenue South, near S 277th Street. It is an important inholding in the 1,500-acre Lower Green River Agricultural Production District. The APD is an important regional open space separator between the cities of Auburn Kent, and it provides close-in agriculture in an era of rising transportation costs. The farm is an area known historically as "North Thomas" for the former Thomas Road, now called 78th Avenue, which runs in front of the property and was King County's first designated road in 1854. The road departed from Alvord's Landing on the Green River, which was the furthermost upstream boat landing on the river at that time. This property received CFT funding for development rights purchase in 2004, but the project was later abandoned when King County and the owner could not reach an agreement.  The owner is now a willing and motivated seller and King County now feels it can successfully reach a transaction for the property. Given the comparatively smaller amount of this request and the quality of the project, full Parks Expansion Levy funding is recommended.

The partnership between King County and the Vashon Maury Island land Trust (VMILT) is a multiple-year effort to conserve important riparian habitat in the Judd Creek basin that will benefit Coho and chum salmon, fresh water mussels and other aquatic and upland wildlife. VMILT has done an impressive job of raising and contributing private funding for the purchase of several properties. King County will purchase fee title on the properties, while VMILT will hold a conservation easement over them.  The Island's sole source aquifer will also benefit from protection of the creek and the watershed.

Recommendation:  This project is a continuation of a multiple-year effort to acquire and protect riparian habitat on the Cedar River between Maple Valley and the Cedar Grove Natural area east of Renton. The first priority acquisition for this year's funds is an approximately 8.3 acre parcel in the "Belmondo" reach north of Cedar Grove Road, due to willing owner. The next priority is property in the Lower Lions Reach Natural Area along SE 184th Street, where additional parcels are also now available from owner of properties funded with CFT last year. The lower Cedar River is a WRIA 8 priority habitat conservation area and the overall long-term strategy is to protect the productive Sockeye spawning grounds and endangered Chinook habitat by acquiring fee simple title and conservation easements on parcels with high quality riparian habitat. This is one of three CFT projects recommended for funding on the Cedar River this year, the other two being the Rainbow Bend and Elliot Bridge projects.

Recommendation:  This project is a 160-acre forested tract located in unincorporated King County at the north end of the Sammamish plateau, south of the Redmond-Fall City Road where it intersects with Ames Lake Road. The property has been owned for decades by the State of Washington Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  It provides important natural source headwaters for Patterson Creek that help buffer the Creek from harmful downstream impacts, in an area where much of the Creek's headwaters have been impaired by development. The property is adjacent to King County's existing Patterson Creek Natural Area. About 50 acres of the southwestern part of the property lies within an urban annexation area that will likely be incorporated into the city of Sammamish in the future. It therefore serves as a green buffer for the county's urban/rural boundary line, so there is potential to partner with Sammamish to protect the property through several possible means, the TDR program, clustered development of a portion of the urban area, and other possible financing strategies.  Last year, State DNR placed this property on a list for sale as part of its process to surplus smaller forest tracts located in or near urban areas. State DNR will hold the sale in order for an public agency to gain the necessary resources to purchase the site. For this year, the Committee recommends a modest allocation of Parks Expansion Levy funds to demonstrate King County's interest in pursuing the acquisition to State DNR, while the county develops a proposal that could include city participation and possibly of creative solutions that might include the TDR program. King County should also consider pursuing an exchange of a portion of the value of this property for land that King County will own on Stoessel Creek that will be an inholding within State DNR's Markworth Forest, north of Duvall.

Recommendation: This is a multiple-parcel nearshore marine habitat acquisition project located on the eastern shore of Vashon Island, between SW Soper Road and Ridge Road SW, near SW 184th Street. The project will acquire conservation easement rights and fee title ownership on up to 12 parcels totaling 72.5 acres with one mile of Puget Sound shoreline. Like Normandy Park's proposed Beaconsfield on the Sound CFT project for this year, this project has a goal of protecting nearshore and backshore habitat and coastal bluffs to allow for long shore drift, a process that replenishes sand and gravel for the beach and intertidal zone. This geophysical process is blocked when landowners build walls, bulkheads and shoreline armoring, so the project would benefit the salmon, and other marine aquatic species, by allowing the natural dynamic of the shoreline to continue. This project will protect important early life cycle habitat for juvenile Chinook, chum, pink, Coho and sockeye salmon from throughout Puget Sound that inhabit the eastern shore of Vashon Island by protecting the kelp, eelgrass and other plant life that supports the fish they forage on. A whole range of native shoreline species far too numerous to list depends on this ecosystem. For example, a significant geoduck population resides on this shoreline. This project has secured matching funds from State and county matching funds, with applications in for additional matching funds as well. King County is also partnering with the Vashon Maury Island Land Trust (VMILT) to negotiate with landowners along the drift cell.

Recommendation:  The Rainbow Bend project is a 20.4 acre salmonid habitat acquisition project located on the eastern side of the Cedar River, parallel to State Route 169 north of Cedar Grove Road. The site has been a long term acquisition priority in King County river basin and flood protection plans, as it contains a mobile home park that has periodically been inundated with damaging floods over the past two decades. After acquisition, the Cedar River will be allowed to flow freely through the Rainbow Bend area, which will provide improved habitat for endangered Chinook and help reduce downstream flood impacts by allowing for greater upstream floodwater retention, which benefits downstream habitat. This project was partially funded with CFT last year, and now that the property is under contract and beginning tenant relocation process, the project costs are better known. The property is located directly across the river from King County's Cedar River regional trail and its preservation and restoration will help enhance the scenic qualities of the trail experience, as well as the scenic view from heavily traveled State Route 169. The Committee considers this project to be of regional significance because of the amount of frontage it has on the Cedar River and its proximity to the trail.

Recommendation:  This is a multiple-parcel habitat acquisition project located along the White River, south of SE Mud Mountain Road and lower Red Creek. Wildlife species in the area include elk and other large mammalian species like black bear, cougar, and bobcat, as well as rough grouse, Bald Eagles, river otters and much more. The White river's headwaters originate on Mount Rainier, and the elk herd that winters in the area is considered the healthiest of the north Mount Rainier elk herds. The first priority for acquisition for this project is unprotected parcels along the White River corridor and Red Creek.

Recommendation:  This project will provide funding for the acquisition of open space in unincorporated King County in the Issaquah Creek Basin, with a goal of acquiring Transferable Development Rights (TDR) that will later be sold within the city of Issaquah. This proposal is a follow-up to earlier efforts to encourage the TDR program with CFT funding. The Suburban City TDR Conservation Futures project funded in 2006 has led to the signing of an interlocal cooperation agreement between King County and Issaquah to allow TDRs to be transferred from the upper Issaquah Creek basin into the city. That project provided incentive funding for Issaquah to purchase land on Issaquah Creek in the city as an amenity that would help offset the added development density the city will take on. The current project proposal will help accelerate the program by having the King County TDR bank buy TDRs and then work actively to sell the TDRs within Issaquah to demonstrate the viability of the program. There are several eligible parcels identified in the Issaquah Creek basin that contain riparian habitat and wooded headwaters of Issaquah Creek. The benefits for the city of Issaquah are many, including the protection of upstream habitat and the reduction of flooding in the city due to continued development in the upper reaches of the creek. The highest acquisition priority is the area near the confluence of Issaquah and Holder Creeks, located west of the Issaquah-Hobart Road near SE 172nd Street.

Recommendation:  This is a 2-acre project located on SE Duthie Hill road near 266th Avenue SE on the west end of Duthie Hill Park. The purpose of the acquisition is to provide better access for a parking area that would be constructed in the park. The current trailhead access on Duthie Hill Road is has a wetland that blocks the construction of an aces road into the park and this project would allow for such passage. The King County Parks Division has formed a partnership with the Back Country Bicycle Trails Club to develop a mountain bike trail system throughout Duthie Hill Park, which will likely become highly used, based on the current levels of demand in the greater Grand Ridge/Duthie Hill area. Duthie Hills Park will provide for organized mountain bike races and have a much more activity than it currently does.  Last year the Committee did not recommend funding for this project with CFT funds, as the site itself was not high quality open space and it would serve a use that was of lower priority for CFT funding, given the strong demand or funds. The project is a better fit for 2007 Parks Expansion Levy open space funds, which better fit the use of the site for more active levels of recreation. The Committee encourages the King county Parks Division to develop the mountain bike facility with sensitivity towards the other high quality resources on Grand Ridge

Recommendation:  The goal of this project is to acquire approximately 74 acres of forest land connecting public lands on Grand Ridge and Mitchell Hill, located north of Interstate 90 and northeast of Issaquah. The property is mature second growth forest that provides upland habitat for large mammal species including cougar, black bear, and bobcat. The property has a 4,000 foot long headwater stream that flows north into Canyon Creek, which is a major tributary of Patterson Creek, with salmon habitat, particularly juvenile Coho and endangered Chinook. King County has preserved salmon habitat on Canyon and Patterson Creeks dating back to the Waterways 2000 program and the headwaters areas of these creeks also require conservation for the system to remain healthy. This project received $500,000 in CFT funding last year that requires matching funds, and the overall property acquisition costs are estimated to exceed two million dollars. Local support for the project is strong, and it has the support of residents downstream on Patterson Creek Flood who have been active in that area's flood control district advisory board in the past. This project should receive significant funding from the 2007 Parks Expansion Levy to help reach the project funding requirements.
