Dear Councilmember Phillips: 
This letter transmits an ordinance reauthorizing the Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Advisory Task Force to review studies associated with new programs, as specified in the adopted 2014-2019 Strategic Plan. 
An EMS Advisory Task Force has traditionally provided strategic and financial recommendations for Medic One/EMS levies.  The current Task Force was established with the goal of developing inter-jurisdictional agreement on an updated EMS Strategic Plan and financing package for the 2014-2019 EMS levy.  It completed its charge in July of 2012.  Its role was later expanded in the 2014-2019 Strategic Plan to include the review of recommended independent studies during the levy period.  This ordinance reestablishes the EMS Advisory Task Force to fulfill those responsibilities.

The EMS Advisory Task Force plays an integral role in assuring that the Medic One system provides fiscally responsible, quality driven local and regional service, directly aligning with the goals and strategies of the King County Strategic Plan.  The policies endorsed by the Task Force recommit to distributing EMS responses throughout the region based on service criteria, so that areas with economic challenges are provided the same level of service as areas with economic prosperity.  This ensures access to health and human services and furthers King County’s Equity and Social Justice Program.
