NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 23rd day of June, 2008, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2008-0271, authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal transfer agreement between King County and the city of North Bend for transfer to the city of a portion of Tollgate Farm within the city.

SUMMARY

The King County Executive has concluded discussions with the city of North Bend regarding the transfer of a portion of Tollgate Farm, located at the intersection of North Bend Blvd N and Boalch Ave NW.  The King County Council will consider an ordinance on June 23, 2008, approving the transfer to the city.  

These properties are located wholly within the City.  The transfer agreement provides for King County to transfer ownership of the facility within 30 days after the effective date of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, the City intends to keep the land for a park and habitat conservation area to benefit the general public.
