Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for review and consideration by the King County Council is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into interlocal cooperation agreement amendments with nine suburban cities and the City of Seattle, to provide for the disbursement of Conservation Futures tax levy (CFT) funds authorized by 2011 Budget Ordinance 16984.
In the 2011 annual budget, King County has allocated just over $6 million in Conservation Futures Tax levy (CFT) funds to 17 open space acquisition projects in the suburban cities and the City of Seattle.  The projects are listed in Attachment B to the enclosed ordinance.  This ordinance is required in order for the Executive to distribute CFT funds to the applicable cities for the approved CFT projects.  These urban open space acquisition projects support the goals of the King County Strategic Plan by helping to maintain the quality of life in our region’s growing cities by preserving habitat areas for salmon and other wildlife species, protecting 
in-city greenbelts, and retaining accessible open spaces in designated urban centers.  The projects will also help King County and its cities meet goals identified in regional and local planning efforts, including adopted park and comprehensive plans.  The projects also support related goals of the Washington State Growth Management Act.
