Revised Staff Report:

SUBJECT:  
Proposed Ordinance 2003-0109 authorizes the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Enumclaw for the transfer of the Enumclaw Pool; 
Proposed Ordinance 2003-0110 authorizes the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Enumclaw for the transfer of the Enumclaw Golf Course

BACKGROUND:

In response to the continuing county general fund budget crisis, and consistent with the recommendations of the Metropolitan Parks Task Force and the direction of the 2002 Parks Omnibus legislation (Ordinance 14509), King County has worked to transfer, mothball or enter short-term revenue-neutral operating agreements for those park and recreation facilities located inside cities. The county has transferred or entered revenue-neutral operating agreements for nine of 10 in-city pools and 13 in-city parks, and signed operating agreements for two community centers.  The Executive has indicated that recommendations for up to 12 more parks transfers are pending; these transfers are important to the continuing strategy to maximize the availability of park facilities and services to the public, while addressing critical funding shortfalls.  

The Enumclaw Pool was the subject of an operating agreement between the County and the City of Enumclaw in 2002.  The City had expressed interest in receiving the pool; however, city officials indicated that they would be willing to accept the pool only with the approval by city voters of a funding mechanism to support operations, and only in combination with the transfer to the city of the county-owned Enumclaw Golf Course.  An agreement was approved by the Council in 2002 to allow time for the city to place a revenue measure before city voters in February, 2003.  That agreement specified that the city would provide operational funding to the county for the pool for the first three months of 2003; the county would continue to operate the pool during that period.  If Enumclaw voters were to support the revenue measure, the Executive would return to the council with a proposal for an interlocal transfer agreement for the Enumclaw Pool, and a similar agreement for the Enumclaw Golf Course.  

The city prepared and placed “Proposition 1: a Levy for the Operations and Maintenance of Forward Thrust Swimming Pool” on the February 4, 2003 special election ballot.  The measure would authorize the city to increase the permanent regular tax levy by $.16 cents per $1000 AV to finance the maintenance and operations of the Enumclaw Pool.  City voters approved the measure on February 4, with 87.13% of votes cast, voting in favor.  
As a result of the favorable electoral result, the Executive has worked with the City of Enumclaw to prepare two interlocal agreements to accomplish these purposes, and two proposed ordinances authorizing the Executive to enter into the respective agreements:  An Intergovernmental Pool Transfer Agreement between King County and the City of Enumclaw (Proposed Ordinance 2003-0109), and an Intergovernmental Land Transfer Agreement between King County and the City of Enumclaw for the transfer of the Enumclaw Golf Course (Proposed Ordinance 2003-0110).
The Enumclaw Pool is located at 420 Semanski St. in Enumclaw; the Enumclaw Golf Course is located at 45220 288th Ave SE in Enumclaw.

Key Elements of Interlocal Pool Transfer Agreement

Among the key elements of the agreement to transfer the Enumclaw Pool are the following:

· Within 30 days of the date of the agreement the County will transfer all its ownership interest in the Enumclaw Pool to Enumclaw;

· Through the term of the covenants, the pool will continue to be used for public pool purposes, and any subsequent transfer will contain covenants requiring such continued use;

· The City will not use the property in a manner that would cause the interest on county bonds related to the property to lose their tax-exempt status;

· The City covenants that it will not limit access to and use of the property by non-city residents, in any way that doesn’t also apply to city residents; if differential fees for non-city residents are imposed, they will be reasonably related to the cost borne by city taxpayers to maintain, improve or operate the property;

· The parties agree that the assignment of the lease for the underlying property by the County to the City will convey all the rights and obligations contained in the lease to the City.  Conveyance and assignment of the lease for the underlying property owned by the Enumclaw School District are contingent upon receiving written approval from the District; if approval is not received within 30 days after the execution of the transfer agreement, conveyance and assignment are not required until 30 days after the written approval is received;

· The County will transfer $50,000 for capital improvements to the pool, distributed in two equal payments; additional capital funding will be distributed to the City, not to exceed $125,000—the amount to be determined by the County based on the number of pool transfer agreements executed.  

· Each party indemnifies and holds the other harmless; provision is made for the responsible party addressing remediation costs associated with any hazardous materials found on the property.  Standard provision for audit and inspections, waiver, duration, scope of agreement, and notice are included.  

Key Elements of Intergovernmental Land Transfer Agreement

Among the key elements of the agreement to transfer the Enumclaw Golf Course are the following:
· Within 30 days of the execution of the agreement, the County will transfer all ownership and leasehold interest, shared use responsibility, or water rights associated with the Enumclaw Golf Course to the City of Enumclaw;
· The parties agree that the County will assign to the City the County’s lease of the golf course, and the City will assume all the rights and obligations of the lease;
· The conveyance of the property is contingent upon the County completing a survey and subdividing the golf course property from adjacent lands owned by the County;
· The Executive is to include in the 2004 proposed Comprehensive Land Use Amendments a proposal to modify the City’s Urban Growth Boundary to encompass the golf course, to allow the City to annex the property into its boundaries at its discretion;
· The conveyance of the property is contingent upon the County resolving a boundary line dispute between the County and Weyerhauser;
· Income derived from the property as of the effective date of the agreement will be put aside by the County and paid to the City within 30 days after conveyance of the property;
· Any artwork on the site will remain the property of the County, subject to a future agreement for the disposition of the artwork;
· Each party indemnifies and holds the other harmless; provision is made for the responsible party addressing remediation costs associated with any hazardous materials found on the property.  Standard provision for audit and inspections, waiver, duration, scope of agreement, and notice are included.
SUMMARY:  

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0109 authorizes the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement relating to the transfer of the Enumclaw Pool to the City of Enumclaw; and declares an emergency, to assure that the transaction is effective in time to include this transfer in the allocation of capital funding which must be determined by March 31, 2003.

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0110 authorizes the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement relating to the transfer of the Enumclaw Golf Course to the City of Enumclaw; and declares an emergency.
