SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Philip Dyer, who resides in Council district three, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as the district three representative.
SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Philip Dyer, to a four year term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2021.  This Proposed Motion would confirm this appointment.
BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members: one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees shall be appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board, as the representative authority of the County, is entrusted to oversee the provision of health care services to assure that the county’s priorities are addressed and high quality health care is made available to County residents.
Philip Dyer is currently Senior Vice President/Healthcare Management Services, with USI/Kibble & Prentice. His application materials note that for 34 years, he has been engaged in healthcare delivery systems.  Mr. Dyer notes that he has been actively involved in health care policy issues as a legislator, a Washington Health Insurance Exchange Board Governing Board member, and as an industry lecturer and advisor. He notes that he is a founding Board Member of the Professional Liability Underwriting Society (PLUS) and a Member of American Society of Hospital Risk Management (ASHRM).  Additionally, Mr. Dyer was reappointed to the Board of Washington Health Insurance Exchange by Governor Inslee.
