Capacity Additions:
A new high school opened in 2005 and an elementary school in 2006.  Construct an elementary school to open in 2007 and acquire a site to build a new middle school.
Finance Plan:
A 2005 bond funds the two elementary schools.  The district is eligible for state assistance.  The district also receives impact fees from Pierce County and the cities of Auburn and Kent.
Comment:
The District is experiencing growth from new development in the Lakeland South and Lea Hill areas.  Lakeland South is a large MPD in Pierce County.  Most of the MPD is located in the Dieringer School District, which only serves K-8.  The two districts negotiated a transfer of territory that was effective in the 1999 school year.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.**
*  Enrollment calculated as full time equivalent (FTE) assumes kindergarten students at .5 FTE and represents the actual capacity required.  Enrollment calculated as headcount represents the actual number of students enrolled but may not reflect the actual capacity required to house the students.
**  Initiative 728, approved by the voters in November 2002, increases state funding over three years to reduce class size.  The reduction in class size will decrease existing building capacity by requiring more classrooms to serve the same number of students.  Districts may choose to implement the initiative by providing special enhancement programs, such as reading, which generally do not affect capacity.

Finance Plan:
A bond issue to replace the high school failed to receive a supermajority approval and will be placed on a future ballot.  The district also receives impact fees from the cities of Federal Way and Kent.

Comment:
The District completed grade configuration to 9-12 in the high schools.  They also have a nontraditional evening high school program called the “Internet Academy” which does not require on campus space or utilize existing space outside of the traditional school day.  The district is considering a “block instruction” program for middle school students which will reduce capacity slightly.  The bond issue for the high school replacement is expected to include funds to replace four elementary schools and one middle school, and develop other non-instructional facilities.  The district has not adjusted capacity to implement I-728.

The district continues to project enrollment increases due to several large planned residential developments.  One new development of approximately 900 units straddles the Fife/Puyallup School District borders and could generate 145-440 new students, depending on actual location and enrollment choices.

A 2006 bond measure provides funds for the modernization and replacement projects.  The district is eligible for state matching funds for the elementary capacity.  The district receives impact fees from the City of Sammamish.

Comment:
The district has differing growth patterns in the western portions of the district than in the eastern portion where significant housing development is taking place.  Boundary changes were implemented in 2004-2005 to help relieve pressure of 12 eastside over-crowded elementary schools.  The district's standard of service has been modified to reflect the legislature’s cutbacks on funding of I-728 grade size reductions.

Northshore School District

Comment:
The district is experiencing increased enrollment from the Snoqualmie Ridge MPD now under construction and several other large projects.  The standard of service has been modified to reflect partial implementation of I-728.
