Subject:  MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Melissa Ponder, who resides in Council District Five, to the King County Civil Rights Commission.

Background:  At its July 17, 2006 meeting the King County Council approved Ordinance 15548 reducing the membership in the Civil Rights Commission from 16 to 12 members to correspond with the reduced number of the King County Council districts.  
Ordinance 15548 does not impose a residency requirement for membership on the commission but does have a new provision stating that there should not be more than two members from a single council district.  While the ordinance establishes a policy preference for two or fewer board members from any single council district, it does not prohibit the appointment or confirmation of additional members from any single district if the council and executive choose to do so.   

The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.

Summary:   Proposed Motion 2006-0343 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Melissa Ponder to the King County Civil Rights Commission for a partial term expiring June 1, 2008.  Ms. Ponder is currently a consultant operating her own business, Event Planning for Change.
