SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Larry Hill, who resides in council district one, to the King County alcoholism and substance abuse administrative board.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Larry Hill to a three-year term on the King county Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring March 31, 2006.  
Mr. Hill is a resident of Lake Forest Park and Council District One.  He is a graduate of Seattle University.  Mr. Hill retired after 35 years with Boeing and now owns a small publishing company.  Beginning in 1978, Mr. Hill served a three year term on the King County Mental Health Board.
The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by state law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members.  The County Executive appoints the remainder.
