SUBJECT

Relating to the introduction and initial consideration of proposed legislation.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2023-0100 would implement a new Legislative Review Form (Attachment A to the proposed ordinance) and allow that form to be edited in the future administratively and without legislative action.  

BACKGROUND 

King County Code 1.24.085 requires that all legislative proposals submitted to the County Council by the Executive be accompanied by a completed Legislative Review Form (Attachment 2). The form serves as a final administrative review by Executive and Council staff before legislation is introduced. The form assigns a single point of contact for parties involved in drafting, coordinating, and reviewing legislation. The form also provides a review of substantive elements of legislation such as the inclusion of a fiscal note, advertising requirements, and whether pertinent attachments are listed/labeled, among others.  

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2023-0100 would replace the current Legislative Review Form with a revised version developed collaboratively by Executive and Council staff. The revised form would remove certain review elements and add new ones agreed upon by staff. Review elements removed include references to the King County Strategic Plan[footnoteRef:1], Potential Annexation Area (PAA) impacts, and advertising requirements, among others. Added elements include ensuring all transmitted documents are not password protected and that any transmitted maps are current and complete. The revised form would also feature drop-down boxes intended to improve consistency and user efficiency.   [1:  Requirements relating to the development and adoption of a King County Strategic Plan were repealed by the Council in November 2022, under Ordinance 19540.] 


The Proposed Ordinance would also allow the Legislative Review Form to be amended by the Clerk of the Council, in consultation with the Office of the Executive’s Chief of Staff, and without requiring future legislative action.
