Proposed Ordinance 2003-0145

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 2nd day of June 2003 at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2003-0145, which adopt amendments to the King County Code Title 21A establishing standards for the approval of new oil and gas extraction wells.


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Ordinance 2003-0145.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the June 2nd public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit. Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on June 2nd. SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0145 would amend King County Code Title 21A to:  
· Require emergency response plans due to the potentially explosive nature of methane gas,
· Increase minimum setbacks from property lines or existing structures,
· Control vehicular access to the site,
· Require fencing to limit access to potentially dangerous equipment or evaporation pits,
· Reduce visual impacts by encouraging use of natural screening and limiting lighting, 
· Reduce sound emissions, and 
· Allow only pipelines within the Agricultural Production Districts.
