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SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2010-0219 would approve the 2009 Lakehaven Utility District (“District”) Comprehensive Wastewater System Plan (“Plan”).  
SUMMARY

Council approval of wastewater utility comprehensive plans is required by County code as a prerequisite for: operating in unincorporated King County, granting right of way construction permits, granting new or renewed franchises, and service boundary annexations.  

BACKGROUND

King County Utility Comprehensive Plan Criteria

King County Code chapter 13.24 requires the Utilities Technical Review Committee ("UTRC") to review and make recommendations to the Executive and County Council on the adequacy of all wastewater system comprehensive plans and related matters, and to determine whether the plan:

· is consistent with local comprehensive plans;

· is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan;

· reflects current supply and demand;

· forecasts future supply and demand; 

· provides a capital plan for obtaining, using, storing and conveying water and sewage;

· provides sufficient information to demonstrate the utility district’s ability to provide service consistent with all applicable laws and regulations.

In addition to satisfying the requirement of King County Code chapter 13.24, the County's approval of a plan also provides the determination for state regulatory agencies that a plan is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and related policies and implementing development regulations.  See RCW 43.20.260.
UTRC ANALYSIS OF THE 2009 LAKEHAVEN UTILITY DISTRICT COMPREHENSIVE WASTEWATER SYSTEM PLAN 
The UTRC reviewed the Plan and found it to meet the requirements of King County Code chapter 13.24 and recommended its approval on December 16, 2009.  Recent communications with the City of Pacific have resulted in a recommendation for an amendment to address potential overlaps in service areas, described below.  Highlights of the Plan as reviewed by the UTRC are also outlined below: 

Service Area - The District provides wastewater service to over 114,000 persons in a service area of approximately 34 square miles in the southwest portion of King County.  Its service area includes all or portions of the cities of Federal Way, Des Moines, Kent, Auburn, Pacific, Edgewood, Milton, Tacoma, and unincorporated portions of King and Pierce Counties.

Facilities - The District’s facilities include two treatment plants, 340 miles of sewer pipe, and associated facilities and systems.  The Plan provides the general location and description of treatment and disposal facilities, trunk and interceptor sewers, pumping stations, monitoring and control facilities, channels, local service areas, and a general description of the collection system to serve the service area.  
The District has entered into an agreement with the City of Edgewood for collection, treatment and disposal of wastewater.  The District also provides wastewater treatment and disposal service to limited areas to the north of Lakehaven, where flows are received from Midway Sewer District.  According to the Plan, additional agreements for treatment and disposal may be entered into as capacity is available or improvements to Lakehaven’s existing conveyance and treatment facilities are made.  
Growth – Where there is no conflict with adjacent service providers, it is anticipated that the District’s sewer service area will expand as development requiring extension of public sanitary sewer service occurs.  The District anticipates the residential population served will grow from 114,000 in 2008 to approximately 140,000 by 2030.  Average base sanitary flow is estimated at 7.1 million gallons a day (“mgd”) currently.  It is expected to grow to 9.8 mgd by 2030.

System Improvements - Primary system issues include need for renewal and replacement, infiltration and inflow control, and potential capacity issues that may result from various growth scenarios.  Collection system improvement projects are identified, as well as extension of service to unsewered areas.   Additionally, capacity expansion and treatment facility improvements are identified for wastewater treatment facilities.  

Potential Overlaps – The District’s s service area includes a small portion of the City of Pacific and the City’s potential annexation area (“PAA”).  These areas are currently unsewered.  The Plan, as reviewed by the UTRC and transmitted, contemplated that as sewer service was needed in these areas, the District would provide them.  However, as the City already provides sewer service within a portion of its boundaries, this created a potential conflict as to which municipality would be providing future sewer service in the affected areas.  To address the potential overlap, the City and District reached an agreement that changed the text in Section 2 and replaced a map in Section 3 of the Plan.  The new text acknowledges the unique circumstance created by Pacific also providing sewer service and how the two parties will coordinate prior to any service extension to those areas with the city and its PAA in the future.  A map in Section 3 of has been modified to depict the overlap area.  
SEPA - On July 22, 2009, the District issued a Determination of Non-Significance for the Plan in accordance with the State Environmental Policy Act.  The Plan has been reviewed and approved by the state Department of Ecology.  
AMENDMENTS

As stated above, an amendment has been prepared that would replace selected pages in the Plan.  These pages set forth the agreement reached between the City of Pacific and the District as to how these municipalities will in the future resolve service issues in the overlap areas.
