SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE authorizing the county executive to enter into a contract between King County and the King County Housing Authority relating to supplemental law enforcement community policing services in the Ballinger Homes area.

SUMMARY:  The King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) provides law enforcement services to unincorporated King County and, through contracts, to cities, Metro Transit, King County Airport, and school districts. One of the governmental agencies that contracts with the sheriff is the King County Housing Authority.

This ordinance, if approved, will allow the Sheriff’s Office to continue its existing community policing services at the King County Housing Authority’s Ballinger Homes location.  Ballinger Homes is located in the city of Shoreline with 402 residents, including 177 children, living in 110 subsidized units.  Average household income at the Ballinger Homes is less than $19,500. 
These community policing services work with low-income populations to decrease crimes and improve their communities.  A similar contract was approved in 2005 and the sheriff’s office has provided police services at the Ballinger Homes for over ten years.  This agreement provides the Ballinger community with storefront hours, patrol services, community meetings, and various crime-prevention programs.  During the 2005-2006 contract year, police at Ballinger Homes responded to and initiated a variety of calls including noise complaints, family and neighbor issues, vandalism, vehicle prowls and thefts, burglary and parking-related complaints.
