SUBJECT 

Panel discussion: "Green energy – what’s here now and what’s coming soon to a community near you.” 
BACKGROUND

The Physical Environment Committee’s (“PEC”) portfolio of issues includes growth management, transportation, parks, open space and cultural resources, and affordable housing.  With such a broad responsibility, PEC is in a unique position to take a macro approach to policy decisions.  It has been moving, over the course of this year, to break down the silos of each subject area and take an integrated approach to policy decisions that cut across the varied issue areas.  

PEC has instituted discussion panels to help inform the policy decisions the Council will be facing in this era of shrinking revenues and increasing service demands.  

This is the third panel, focusing on the present and future of green energy in this region’s economy to support livable communities.

Karl Unterschuetz
Karl Unterschuetz is a program manager for the Northwest Environmental Business Council. Karl’s responsibilities include the Northwest Biofuels Association, NEBC’s Washington Energy Forum, NEBC’s Climate Change Forum and Sustainability Chair of the NW Clean Tech Open. In these roles, Karl creates opportunities for business development in the bioenergy, renewable electricity, carbon accounting and the environmental services sectors. 
Karl earned his BA in Environmental Science from Western Washington University and Masters Degree in Organizational Management from Antioch Seattle, Center for Creative Change.
Steve Marshall
Steve Marshall is a senior fellow of the Cascadia Center for Regional Development, a Seattle-based think tank funded by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation that focuses on transportation and energy issues.  Steve has 30 years of experience working on energy, transportation and infrastructure issues, including serving as chief legal counsel to Puget Sound Power & Light and as Assistant General Manager at Snohomish PUD in charge of power, transmission and conservation.  Steve also served on the Washington State Governor’s Climate Advisory Team’s Transportation Technical Group. He is a frequent speaker and writer on energy and transportation issues.
He is the author of the chapter on Utility Issues in the recent book, Plug-in Electric Vehicles: What Role for Washington, edited by David Sandalow, now Assistant Secretary of Policy and International Affairs at the U.S. Department of Energy.

A lawyer by training, Steve has chaired the Administrative Law Section of the Washington State Bar Association and was listed in the “Best Lawyers in America.”  He graduated from the University of Washington and from Harvard Law School with honors.

Kevin Kiernan
Kevin Kiernan has been the Director of the King County Solid Waste Division since July 2007.  Prior to that, he served as Engineering Manager for the Division for fifteen years.  During his tenure at the County, Kevin has had the responsibility for landfill development and remediation projects and for the siting, design and construction of transfer facilities.  He has seen the Division through several key issues, such as: the planned closing of the County’s landfill – Cedar Hills, the entrepreneurial venture of selling the methane gas at Cedar Hills for conversion to electricity, and the construction of new and improved solid waste facilities that incorporate green building techniques.
