SUBJECT	

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Mitchell Shepherd, who resides in council district nine, to the King County cultural development authority (4Culture).

SUMMARY

This proposed Motion would confirm the appointment of Mitchell Shepard to the King County Cultural Development Authority (4Culture) for a three year term.

BACKGROUND

King County’s arts and heritage programs are administered by 4Culture, the quasi-governmental Cultural Development Authority which was established by the King County Council in 2002 through Ordinance 14482.   4Culture receives a portion of hotel/motel tax revenues to advance arts and heritage programs through competitive grants that provide support for arts and heritage facilities, productions, cultural education and collaborative projects.  In addition, 4Culture administers King County’s One Percent for Art program, which incorporates public art into qualified capital projects. Ordinance 14482 also established a 15-member Board of Directors to govern 4Culture. Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate Mitchell Shepherd.  Mr. Shepherd lives in the City of Renton in District 9.  Mr. Shepherd has significant experience in mass communications and educational media with a concentration in video production.  He reports that he has experience in video direction, production, editing, sound design, and script writing.  Mr. Shepherd has produced promotional, instructional, and trade videos for a variety of organizations including Microsoft, Crown Imports, and Run Studios.  Mr. Shepherd was the winner of the Best Film and Best Director at the 2011 and 2012 Renton Film Frenzy Festival.

Mr. Shepherd has a Bachelor’s Degree in Film Studies from the New School University in in New York City.  He has served as a 4Culture Artistic Grant Review Board Panelist in 2012 and 2014, and is currently a member of the Renton Municipal Arts Commission.
